Onalfo won
his only game versus another first-year head coach when KC
defeated Tom Soehn’s D.C. United on April 14.

MINA OUT AFTER KNEE SURGERY: F Roberto Mina had
surgery to remove the damaged portion of the medial meniscus in
his left knee Thur, May 10. He is expected to be out of action for
four weeks.

Mina was injured in the team'’s final preseason game on March 31
versus Brazilian-club Atletico Paranaense at Pizza Hut Park. An
MRI conducted on Monday, April 2 revealed that Mina had
suffered a Grade 2 Plus MCL sprain. While rehabbing the torn

MCL, team doctors determined that there was also damage to the
medial meniscus in the same knee.

The 22-year old Mina missed the second half of the 2006 regular

He returned in time for the 2006
playoffs but did not play in either playoff game. The last game he

played in was on July 4, 2006 versus D.C. United.

RICCHETTI SIGNS: Argentine midfielder, who was signed from
Quilmes (ARG) on 4/5, was officially added to the roster on
5/10...in order to add him the 18-man senior roster, Aaron
Pitchkolan was transferred to the Developmental Roster and
forward Tommy Krizanovic was released.

MORE ON YOUTH: The average age of the 10 field players that
finished the 4/29 game vs. NE was 22.4 years old. At 27, Chris
Gbandi was the oldest field player to finish the game. The others:
Alvarez (21), Cooper (22), Goodson (24), McCarty 19), Moor (23),
Nunez (21), Oduro (21), Toja (21), Thompson (25)....also, four
unused subs had never played a regular season game — Burse,
Dello-Russo, Wagner, and Wallace.



DYNAMIC DUO: Cooper and Ruiz have now scored in the same
game six times over the past two seasons — which is the most
among any MLS teammates during that span. FCD is 5-0-1 when
the duo score in the same game. Both Ruiz and Cooper scored at
RSL on 4/7 and at LA on 4/12.

KENNY’'S GOALS: FCD is now 11-0-2 in games when Kenny
Cooper scores a goal over his two regular seasons in MLS (and
12-0-2 if one includes last year's Open Cup win over Charleston
last August, in which Kenny scored three goals). This year,
Cooper has scored in the 2-2 tie at RSL on 4/7 and the 2-1 win at
LA on 4/12.

SUPERLIGA AT PHP: FC Dallas will host Mexican-powerhouses
Chivas of Guadalajara (July 24) and Pachuca (July 28), as well as
the Los Angeles Galaxy with new star David Beckham on July 31
in the inaugural SuperLiga Tournament,. This is expected to be
LA’s first game against an MLS opponent with Beckham on the
roster. Chivas is the defending Mexican-League champion, while
Pachuca is the defending champion of North America’s
Champions Cup and South America’s Copa Sudamericana.

SuperLiga is the preeminent club tournament in North America
that will feature eight clubs — four each from the top leagues of the
United States and Mexico — that will vie to determine a singular
champion of North America, and receive the heftiest winner’s
purse in North American soccer history - $1 million. The format,
modeled after the UEFA Champions League, will include a group
phase and a knockout phase with all games held in U.S. venues.

The eight teams in the inaugural 2007 edition of SuperLiga are:
Club America, Pachuca, Morelia and Guadalajara from Mexico;
and D.C. United, FC Dallas, Los Angeles Galaxy and Houston
Dynamo from the United States.

BRIMSTONE CUP ON THURSDAY: FCD will travel to take on the
Chicago Fire on Thur, May 17 at Toyota Park.

In 2001, the team’s fans joined to start the inaugural Brimstone
Cup, which is handed to fans of the team that wins the season
series. That year, the teams tied the season series with each
team going 2-2. The fans decided that goal-differential should not
decide the winner of the cup, and instead left the winner to be
determined by the playoff series or the U.S. Open Cup. The
team’s met in the 2001 playoffs, which the Fire won, in turn
keeping the first-ever Brimstone Cup.

Dallas has gone on to hold the Cup ever since. After winning the
series in 2002 (2-0), the teams tied the series in 2003 - Cup rules
stipulate that if a team does not straight out win the series, the
current holders retain the Cup. Dallas has won the last three
season series: 2004 — FCD won 2-0; in 2005, the teams split the
series but the Hoops won the U.S. Open Cup Semifinal matchup
to keep the Cup. In 2006, FCD won both games in the series by a
3-2 score, and still retain the Cup.

NEXT HOME GAME: The next home game for FCD is on Sun.,
May 20 when Freddy Adu and Real Salt Lake visit Pizza Hut Park
(6 p.m.). The first 5,000 kids 16 and under that enter the stadium
on May 20 will receive a free FC Dallas replica jersey t-shirt.

FCD is 6-2-1 all-time versus RSL, including a 2-2 tie in each
team’s 2007 season-opener on 4/7 at Rice-Eccles Stadium.

USA WOMEN AT PHP: The U.S. Women'’s National Team is
facing Canada on Sat, May 12 at Pizza Hut Park. The match is
the 39™ meeting between the USA and Canada, tying Norway for
the most games played against any opponent in U.S. Women'’s
National Team history. Both teams are preparing for the upcoming
Women’s World Cup to be staged from Sept. 10-30 in China

Played on the day before Mother’s Day, the U.S. WNT is wearing
a special pink jersey to support and promote breast cancer
awareness, marking the first-time the U.S. Women'’s National
Team has ever worn a special edition jersey.

This is the 7" game for the U.S. women in Texas — all in different
venues, but the first since Oct. 2004 when the US defeated
Ireland, 5-0, at Reliant Stadium in Houston. The U.S. women had
not played in the Dallas area since 2003 when they defeated
Mexico, 3-1, at the Cotton Bowl.

In March, the U.S. MNT team tied Guatemala 0-0 at PHP, with
Carlos Ruiz playing for Guatemala and Kenny Cooper for the U.S.

CHESNEY AT PHP: The concert season at Pizza Hut Park
continues when country-music star Kenny Chesney returns for
the 2™ straight summer on Sat. June 16. Chesney’s concert on
July 22, 2006 at PHP drew 27,337 fans, which was at the time,
the stadium attendance record for concerts.

The record was broken on April 15, 2007, when 28,242 fans
turned out for EdgeFest 16. On April 28, 26,883 fans turned out
for the Jimmy Buffett concert.

FISHING FOR 100: Carlos Ruiz has scored 76 career regular season
goals scored (9™ all-time) and 15 career playoff goals scored (1% all-
time).

THE ABDUS STORY: Forward Abdus Ibrahim was selected by FCD
with the 1% pick in the 2™ round (14" overall) of the 2007 SuperDraft.
Dallas had acquired that selection from Toronto in the Serioux /
O’Brien trade. At 15-years old, he was the second youngest player to
ever enter MLS (Freddy Adu was 14 when drafted by DC)....Abdus
played three games for the U.S. U-17 team last week in the WCQ,
when they became the 18th team to qualify for the 2007 FIFA U-17
World Cup. The other CONCACAF berths went to Costa Rica,
Trinidad & Tobago, Haiti and Honduras, which qualified from Group A.
The U.S. will find out their opponents for the FIFA 2007 U-17 World
Cup when the draw is held on May 17 in South Korea...he is not
eligible to play in regular season games for FCD this year, which
allows FCD to keep 29 players on the roster.
