FIRE HISTORY VS. FC DALLAS/DALLAS BURN

One of the League’s most heated series makes its second of two MLS Primetime Thursday appearances as the battle for the Brimstone Cup continues
in Frisco, Texas. In their last meeting on May 17, the Fire dropped their third of four-straight losses despite a season-first goal from Calen Carr in an
eventual 2-1 decision at TOYOTA PARK. Chicago trails the all-time regular season series 10-15-1 across 26 games contested, last finding victory against
the “Hoops” in a 2-0 win at Soldier Field on June 12, 2005. Chicago has had an even tougher time on the road, dropping nine of their last 10 games
in Dallas, the last win coming in a 2-1 decision on July 4, 1999.

DALLAS TO DATE

First year FC Dallas head coach Steve Morrow has led the “Hoops” to a 12-9-3 record and third place spot in the Western Conference since taking over
the club on a full-time basis on December 11, 2006. The former Dallas assistant and Arsenal legend saw his side start the season 1-1-1 on a three game
road stint, finishing the month of April with a 2-3-1 record. May was a good month for Dallas, winning three of four games including a 2-1 win over
Chicago on May 17 at TOYOTA PARK. The months of June and July were the busiest the Texas-based club, playing 14 games across the two-month span
thatincluded two friendly losses against Mexican club Tigres UANL (July 7, July 11), as well as 1-1 ties against CD Guadalajara (July 24) and Pachuca (July
28) in SuperLiga play before falling to the Los Angeles Galaxy in the semifinals in a wild 6-5 shootout (July 31). Dallas has advanced to the Lamar Hunt
U.S. Open Cup Final, having defeated the Atlanta Silverbacks in penalties 4-3 after a 1-1 result in regulation time (July 9), winning 2-1 decision over the
Charleston Battery (Aug. 7), and picking up a 2-1 win over the Seattle Sounders (Sept. 4). They will face the New England Revolution on Oct. 3 (7:30 p.m.
CT, Fox Soccer Channel) at Pizza Hut Park to decide who takes home the 2007 Open Cup title. Dallas have been a force at home, posting a 7-3-1 record
so far in regular season play.
