The Revolution is 2-7-3 all-time in season openers, and 1-2-2 under head coach Steve 
Nicol ... the Revs lost last season, 1-0, at the Chicago Fire on April 7 at Toyota Park ... New 
England last won a season opener in 2006, defeating the Los Angeles Galaxy, 1-0, at The 
Home Depot Center.

TURNS OUT, THERE ACTUALLY IS A PLACE LIKE HOME
The season opener against Houston on March 29 marks the first time in the Revolution’s 
now 13-year history that the club has opened its season at home ... prior to 2008, the 
Revs had opened their schedule on the road 12 consecutive years.

THERE’S NOTHING LIKE SOCCER IN MARCH
Not since 2002 has the Revolution opened a season so early ... that year, the Revs lost, 3-1, 
at the New York MetroStars on March 23 ... the earliest that New England has ever opened 
a season was on March 18, 2000, when it drew, 1-1, with the Miami Fusion ... overall, the 
Revs are 1-4-1 in March all-time.

SOMETHING OLD, SOMETHING NEW
The Revs have returned nine of their starters from MLS Cup 2007, keeping a large core of 
the team which his appeared in three straight MLS Cups intact ... however, the team also 
parted ways with key contributors D Avery John (end of contract), D James Riley (expansion 
draft), M Andy Dorman (free transfer) and F Pat Noonan (free transfer) ... newcomers D 
Chris Albright, D Rob Valentino, M/F Mauricio Castro and F Argenis Fernandez provide 
the Revs with some fresh faces, although Fernandez has yet to join the team as he awaits 
his U.S. P-1 Visa.

REVS CLOSE PRESEASON WITH 4-1-1 RECORD
With one win and one draw on its final preseason trip to New Orleans, the Revolution closed 
its 2008 preseason with a record of 4-1-1, outscoring its opponents, 16-3.

MANSALLY SCORES FIVE IN PRESEASON TO PACE REVS
Forward Kenny Mansally made the most of his opportunities to impress the coaching staff 
this preseason, as the 19-year-old Gambian led the team with five goals in six preseason 
matches … a hat trick in the preseason-opener against the Bermuda National Team 
highlighted the young striker’s goal-scoring spree, while he also added single tallies in the 
second match against Bermuda and the 4-1 triumph over Pioneros de Cancun.

TWICE AS NICE
Left-sided midfielder Khano Smith had a pair of two-goal performances this preseason … 
the Bermuda native struck twice in the 4-1 win over Pioneros de Cancun on the Revs’ trip 
to Mexico before recording two more goals in the 60-minute closed-door scrimmage against 
Marathón in New Orleans ... he also finished the preseason tied for the team lead in assists, 
with three ... Smith’s four goals and three assists made him one of the top offensive perform-
ers on the team this preseason.

GETTING HEALTHY
The Revs came out of their preseason training schedule fairly healthy, as only two players 
-- Joe Franchino and Wells Thompson -- are expected to be unavailable for the opener 
because of injury ... Franchino suffered a severe right hamstring strain minutes after coming 
on in the second half against Atlante on March 6 ... Thompson is expected to miss a couple 

of weeks while resting a sore bone spur on his left heel, which was aggravated during 
preseason training.

ROAD-TESTED
Despite opening its season at home for the first time in club history, the Revolution will still 
play four of its first six matches away from the friendly confines of Gillette Stadium ... after 
the home -- and season -- opener against the Dynamo on March 29, the Revs will hit the 
road for two straight contests at Chicago (April 3) and Kansas City (April 9) ... after a brief 
return to Foxborough for a home match against Colorado on April 12, the Revolution will 
play back-to-back road contests against New York (April 19) and FC Dallas (April 24).

FINISHING TOUCHES
The Revs concluded the 2007 season second in the MLS scoring race, netting 51 goals 
(1.70 goals per game) in league action ... the team’s 51 goals last season surpassed the 
team’s entire 32-game total from 2006 (39 goals for a 1.22 goals-per-game mark) ... with 
eight three-goal games last year, New England was tied for second in MLS in the category, 
and was ranked second in multiple-goal games with 16.

AND THE AWARD FOR BEST SUPPORTING ROLE GOES TO ... STEVE RALSTON
Captain Steve Ralston, now 33 years of age, won the 2007 MLS assist title, recording a 
league-best 14 helpers ... it marked the third time in his career that he garnered the league 
assist crown, also leading the league in 1999 (18 assists) and 2002 (19 assists) ... Ralston is 
the MLS career leader in assists, recording 121 in his 12-year MLS career ... his 14 assists 
last season marked his highest single-season total since he had 19 in 2002, his first season 
in New England.

AND THE AWARD FOR LIFETIME ACHIEVEMENT GOES TO ... STEVE RALSTON
Steve Ralston owns five MLS career records, tying him with Chivas USA’s Ante Razov for 
the most MLS career records of any player ... he is the league’s career leader in games 
(337), starts (335), minutes (29,885), assists (121) and game-winning assists (33) ... he is 
also tied for second in career corner kicks (593) ... known more as an assist man than a goal 
scorer, Ralston is also tied with former MLS player Clint Mathis for 14th in MLS history in 
goals, notching 61 over the first 12 years of his career.

PARKHURST GARNERS AWARDS GALORE
Returning to anchor the Revs back line is fourth-year defender Michael Parkhurst, who 
was named the 2007 MLS Visa Defender of the Year, marking his first league award as the 
top defender ... Parkhurst was a finalist, along with Houston’s Eddie Robinson and Chivas 
USA’s Claudio Suarez ... the award served as Parkhurst’s fourth major season-ending MLS 
award, as he also won the 2005 Gatorade Rookie of the Year, 2006 U.S. Soccer Humanitar-
ian of the Year and 2007 Individual Fair Play Award.

REIS AIMS FOR HISTORY
Revs goalkeeper Matt Reis enters 2008 having started and played every minute (including 
overtime if played) in each of the Revs’ last 78 MLS matches -- regular-season and playoffs 
-- dating back to September 2005, a span of 6,910 minutes ... he also enters 2008 second 
on MLS’ list of consecutive minutes played (regular-season games only), having played in 
the team’s last 6,300 minutes -- just shy of Pat Onstad’s MLS record 6,648-minute stretch 
(2005-07).

NICOL’S WINNING WAYS
Revolution head coach Steve Nicol is ranked ninth in MLS in career wins with 75 ... he 
also has the fourth-highest winning percentage (.557) among coaches with 100 or more 
games coached ... Nicol has led the Revs to 270 points over his six-year coaching career, 
which is the fourth-highest total in MLS history ... during his tenure in Foxborough 
-- which began full-time in 2002 -- Nicol has led the Revs to each of the last six Eastern 
Conference Championship matches and four of the last six MLS Cups, including each of 
the last three ... the Revolution is the only team in MLS history to reach six consecutive 
conference championship games and just the second team to go to three straight MLS 
finals.

REVS TO HOST PAIR OF SUPERLIGA GAMES
The Revolution has earned one of MLS’ four entries into SuperLiga 2008, joining the 
Houston Dynamo, D.C. United and Chivas USA in the tournament ... New England will host 
a pair of group play matches at Gillette Stadium to open the tournament … the Revs have 
been drawn into Group B with Chivas USA, Santos Laguna (MEX) and defending SuperLiga 
champion CF Pachuca (MEX) … on Sunday, July 13, New England will welcome Santos to 
Foxborough at 8 p.m. ET … on Wednesday, July 16, the Revs will host Pachuca at 8 p.m. 
ET … the Revolution will wrap up group play on Sunday, July 20, when it will take on Chivas 
USA in Los Angeles, Calif., at 8 p.m. ET at a venue that is yet to be determined … for the 
second straight year, the winner of the tournament’s final on Tuesday, Aug. 5, will receive a 
$1 million dollar purse - the largest prize in North American soccer history.

MISCELLANEOUS TEAM NOTES
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FIXTURE CONGESTION
Because the Revs’ schedule in July has been almost completely cleared to participate in 
SuperLiga 2008, the team is playing a higher-than-normal percentage of games early in the 
season ...in April alone, the Revolution has five games scheduled in 22 days (April 3-24), 
including three mid-week contests ... overall, the Revs will play seven games in the first six 
weeks of the season and 16 games in the first 14 weeks of the season ... after July, the Revs 
average one game a week through the end of the season.

BECOMING TRUE BUSINESS TRAVELERS
This season, the Revs will be doing a significant amount of travel mid-week, as the team has 
10 regular-season games scheduled mid-week (Wednesday-Friday), six of which are on the 

road ... in April alone, the Revs will play at Chicago on Thursday, April 3 in ESPN2’s 2008 
premier of MLS Primetime Thursday, and then will travel to face Kansas City on Wednesday, 
April 9 ... on Thursday, April 24, the Revs will travel to Texas to face FC Dallas in the second 
of their six ESPN2 matches this season.

JUST CALL HIM KENNY
Yes, some rosters may still list him as “Abdoulie Mansally,” but you can just call him Kenny 
Mansally ... the Gambian youth international prefers to be called by his middle name, Kenny, 
instead of his formal first name ... if by chance you still wanted to use his real first name, it’s 
pronounced ab-do-LIE, but like we said, it’s just easier to call him Kenny.

Dynamo, Revolution meet in MLS Cup rematch 
The Dynamo and New England Revolution will meet on Saturday for the seventh time in 
the last two seasons, including the past two MLS Cup championship games. Four of the 
six games have ended in ties, including the 2006 MLS Cup final and last year’s 3-3 tie at 
Gillette Stadium July 22. That match ended the Dynamo’s league-record 727-minute 
scoreless streak. 
The teams split their other two meetings last year, with the Dynamo’s win coming in the 
2007 MLS Cup final on goals from Joseph Ngwenya and Dwayne De Rosario. 
The Dynamo have never scored a first-half goal against New England in six encounters, 
while the Revolution have scored in the first 45 minutes on three occasions. 
 
Houston nears full strength 
The Dynamo are nearing full strength in terms of health, with Ricardo Clark expected to 
be the only major absence from Saturday’s game due to the carryover of his suspension 
from last season. Midfielders Brian Mullan and Brad Davis have returned from pre-
season injuries, and midfielder Stuart Holden and defender Patrick Ianni are available 
for the first time since returning from Olympic qualifying. 
Forward Brian Ching and midfielder Dwayne De Rosario are both coming off of long 
flights back from Europe after international matches Wednesday. De Rosario went the 
full 90 minutes in Canada’s 2-0 loss to Estonia on a snowy field in Tallinn. Ching started 
and played 60 minutes for the United States in its 3-0 win against Poland in Krakow. 
 
Up Next 
The Dynamo will return home next week for a pair of big games at Roberston Stadium. 
On Tuesday, April 2, the Dynamo will host Costa Rican champion Deportivo Saprissa at 
9 p.m. in the first leg of the semifinals of the CONCACAF Champions’ Cup. The second 
leg will be in San José, Costa Rica on April 9. The Dynamo advanced with a 3-1 second-
leg win over CSD Municipal of Guatemala March 19 after the first leg in Guatemala City 
finished 0-0. 
The defending MLS Cup champions will then open their home MLS schedule on Sunday, 
April 6, with a 2 p.m. game against rival FC Dallas, the first of three meetings in 2007 to 
decide ownership of El Capitán, the 19th-century mountain howitzer awarded to the 
winner of the season series. 
 



Bright future 
The Houston Dynamo Academy took home a major trophy last week when the Dynamo 
U-18 team won the U-19 group at the prestigious Dallas Cup in Frisco, Texas. The 
Dynamo beat Florida power IMG Soccer Academy 1-0 in the final and went 5-0-1 in the 
tournament. 
 
Standing Pat at the back 
The Dynamo have been in good hands in their two years of existence with veteran Pat 
Onstad in goal. The Canadian international, now 40 years old, has the best career goals 
against average in MLS history with a mark of 1.07. Onstad led the league by allowing 
0.82 goals per 90 minutes last year and finished second with 11 shutouts. 
Onstad has also been successful against New England, with a 4-1-6 regular season record 
and 1.17 GAA in 11 all-time games against the Revolution, including his years with the 
San Jose Earthquakes. Even better than his regular-season numbers, Onstad has twice 
denied New England in MLS Cup championship games. In 2006, he made the decisive 
save on a Jay Heaps penalty kick to lift the Dynamo to a shootout win in the final. In 
2007, he made seven saves in the championship game, including a point-blank knee save 
on a Jeff Larentowicz header, to help Houston repeat. 
 
American Charity Shield? 
For only the second time in MLS history, and first since 2003, the MLS Cup champion 
and Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup champion will meet in the regular-season opener. The 
match also marks only the third time in league history the two MLS Cup finalists have 
met to open the following season. In 1997, DC United beat Los Angeles in a shootout to 
open the new season. In 2006, New England avenged its cup loss with a 1-0 win over the 
Galaxy. 
 
Money in the bank 
Dynamo star Brian Ching has done well against New England throughout his MLS 
career, scoring eight goals (and a shootout tally) against the Revolution in 10 games, 
including the 2006 MLS Cup final. 
Five of those goals came while Ching played for the San Jose Earthquakes, and he has 
kept scoring against New England with the Dynamo. Ching scored twice against New 
England in the teams’ 3-3 tie at Gillette Stadium July 22, 2007, but the Revolution are 
most haunted by his game-tying goal in the 2006 MLS Cup final and game-winning 
penalty kick the same day. 
 
Captain consistent 
Left back Wade Barrett, the team’s captain since its inception, has been a remarkable 
fixture in the Dynamo lineup over the last two years. Of the team’s 84 games in 
competitive competitions (MLS, playoffs, Open Cup, Champions’ Cup, SuperLiga), 
Barrett has started 82. He missed one game in 2006 due to yellow card accumulation and 
the Open Cup contest in 2007, in which most starters were rested. 
Barrett has played 61 league games for the Dynamo, notching five assists, and he has 
played at least 2,500 minutes in his last four MLS seasons (2002, 2005-07). 
 



Watch Wondo score 
Fourth-year forward Chris Wondolowski is expected to start at forward for the Dynamo, 
the first opening-day start of his career. The team’s all-time leading scorer in reserve 
play, Wondolowski has scored two goals in 24 career MLS games, including seven starts, 
but has been very active in pre-season and non-league play. 
Wondolowski scored in the 3-0 Pan-Pacific Championship win over Sydney FC on  
Feb. 20 and scored in the CONCACAF Champions’ Cup quarterfinal second leg against 
CSD Municipal, a 3-1 Houston victory. He also scored once in the pre-season Texas Pro 
Soccer Festival.
