“l would absolutely say the result is misleading,” said Kreis. “We were the better team for 30 minutes until we
gave up a goal. The game was very evenly played and I'm proud of the way the guys came out and also with
how they responded after going two goals down. They put their hearts and souls in it and again we came out of
a game not getting quite what we deserved.”

With the loss, RSL'’s road woes against Chivas USA continued with an all-time record of 0-6-1 against its one-
time expansion brethren.

“We should have more than one point from two matches where we played well,” Kreis said. “The biggest thing
right now, though, is to keep it going because over the stretch of 30 games we're going to get a lot of points if
we keep playing this way.”

A week after losing a late lead to Chicago and settling for a draw, RSL'’s finishing problems continued. Of their
11 shots, only three were put on frame. Chivas USA, on the other hand, had eight shots on target out of 11.
“We're still not quite clinical enough in the final third. It's not just the last touch, it's the second to last touch, as
well," Kreis said. "There were a few players that weren’t as sharp as they can be and they didn’t play up to their
potential, but this is going to happen.”

Kreis pointed to the response of his team after going by two goals early in the second half, as Deuchar headed
home a free kick just two minutes after Atiba Harris scored for Chivas. “It shows how aggressive we were even
when we went two goals down," he said. "The mindset and mentality of the group was good tonight.”

For the man known as Dr. Goals, it was a typical way to open his MLS account — through a header. His 6-foot-3
frame was threatening in the air all game long. Kreis would have liked to see more shots on frame from
Deuchar and others but was pleased to see the offense at least creating some chances for itself.

“Obviously getting the goal was good,” Kreis said. “It was also good what he was doing for the other players.
(He) knocked down a lot in and around the box, laid down some chances for some other guys.”

A year ago, the first RSL victory didn’t come until June 23 — the 12th game of the season, when D.C. United
made their lone visit to the Wasatch Front. Real are certain it won't be 12 matches until their first victory this
year.

“There’s a thin line between winning and losing,” midfielder Kyle Beckerman said. “Right now, we’re finding a
way to lose. We just need to turn the tide and get a bit of luck. It's not on our side right now.”

D.C. UNITED

D.C. United found their goalscoring touch and returned to winning ways in their home opener, rolling to a 4-1 victory
against Toronto FC last Saturday evening at RFK Stadium. United now have three points from two matches and sit in a
four-way tie for third place in the Eastern Conference, three behind both the IKansas City Wizards and New England
Revolution entering the weekend.

LAST MATCH

D.C. United were back home for their league opener in the nation's capital off two consecutive shutouts, at
Kansas City to open the 2008 MLS season, then by Pachuca in Mexico in the first leg of their CONCACAF
Champions' Cup semifinal. Toronto FC was also looking for a first goal on the year, shut out in Columbus to
start the season.

It was D.C. United who exploded from the gates, scoring twice in the opening five minutes of the game. First
Luciano Emilio latched onto a ball that the TFC defense couldn't deal with and prodded it under goalkeeper
Greg Sutton from inside the box after just two minutes.

Emilio then cracked a rising shot that crashed off the crossbar. Devon McTavish headed the rebound goalward,
only to be denied by Sutton, but Santino Quaranta came into to knock home the rebound for his goal since his
return to the club where he began his career.

The Reds were left a man down after just 22 minutes when Kevin Harmse was sent off for a harsh two-footed
tackle on Gonzalo Peralta in midfield. But United didn't take advantage until after the break, when Marcelo
Gallardo came in unmarked at the back post to finish off Quaranta's cross-shot from the right (52).

United made it 4-0 in the 78th minute as Jaime Moreno scored his MLS record 113th league goal, taking
possession of the ball in the TFC area and coolly rolling a tidy finish just inside the far post. Toronto finally
broke through two minutes from the end, Maurice Edu rising up to meet a Jim Brennan cross from the left
corner and looping a header inside the post.

For the TFC match, with United suffering through a two-match goal drought, Santino Quaranta earned the nod
ahead of Argentinean Franco Niell in the second striker spot alongside Luciano Emilio and quickly repaid Tom
Soehn’s trust with a fifth-minute tally to open his scoring account for 2008.

“The pressure from the front runners, making sure that you dictate which way they go and making it harder for
their backs, Franco’s still got to learn how we do things,” said the D.C. boss. “Tino’s been here before and he
understands it a little bit better, so we’re going to have to spend some time with Franco so he understands it.
But Tino added a lot of energy and life, and his feet were good today.”

It was the first start for the Baltimore native in his return to D.C. and he capped his evening with an assist on
Marcelo Gallardo’s close-range finish seven minutes after halftime.

“It was a really humbling experience tonight, because it's been a while since I've, | guess, succeeded and
enjoyed the game and it was pleasurable tonight,” said Quaranta. “It was just nice to be out there in front of the
fans again, working hard.”

In another encouraging development for United, captain Jaime Moreno logged 45 solid minutes in his first
appearance since a strained hamstring forced him off in the first half of the Champions' Cup opener against
Harbour View FC. The Bolivian notched a 78th-minute goal to add to his all-time MLS record.

“For me it was important to get Jaime into the game and get some fitness for him. The way the game was, it
was a good game to get him in, because now he can get a lot of touches on the ball,” said Soehn. “He’s got a
calming force, you know. His feet are good. And his experience now, we wanted to keep the ball and let them
work, and obviously that's one of his strengths.”

On Wednesday, D.C. United came back to claim a victory against Pachuca CF of Mexico, but it wasn’t enough
as they still went down to defeat in the semifinals of the CONCACAF Champions’ Cup.

Carrying a two-goal lead on aggregate from the first leg, Pachuca withstood a number of chances from United
without breaking — including a couple of shouts for penalties — then Damian Alvarez hit for a goal on the
counter in the 76th minute to put Pachuca ahead. But Rod Dyachenko pulled a goal back for United in the 85th
minute, then Franco Niell coolly finished just before the stroke of full-time, but it wasn’t enough to bring United
all the way back as they lost 3-2 on aggregate.

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PLENTY TO REPLACE: Real Salt Lake's roster
additions will have plenty of chances to make their
collective mark, as the team saw nearly half of its goals
and assists and nearly 60% of its minutes fail to return to
the '08 roster ... Players that are on this season’s edition
of RSL accounted for 52% last season’s goals (16 of 31),
55% of last season’s assists (11 of 20), and 42% of
minutes played ...

The trio will hope that steady
play for RSL over the course of the first half of the MLS
season will pay off with a spot on the USA roster that will
head to Beijing for the Summer Games, which begin
August 8" ...

WILLIAMS LEADS THE WAY: No matter what the
statistical category in RSL annals, it's almost a sure bet
that MF Andy Williams is the squad’s active leader...

2008: After being waived by New York on 1/3, Quaranta
was invited to join D.C. United for pre-season camp.
The one-time member of the Black-and-Red impressed
the coaching staff and was signed to the team’s 18-man
roster on 3/6.

2007: Having played just six games with the Galaxy,
Quaranta was traded to the New York Red Bulls on 6/30.
There he saw action as a substitute in three matches

— 47 total minutes — before being sidelined for the rest of
the season with a foot injury.

2006: After four appearances as a member of United to
begin the season, Quaranta was sent to LA Galaxy in
exchange for a partial allocation and a conditional 2008
MLS SuperDraft pick. While in LA, he played in 12 games
(10 starts) and scored three goals.

2005: Despite playing on only 18 games (13 starts) during
the season, Quaranta was the third-highest scorer on the
team, having notched five goals and five assists. Three
of his five goals were game-winners, tied for most on

the team. He missed a significant number of games due
to U.S. Men's National Team call-ups for the CONCACAF
Gold Cup and World Cup qualifiers.

2004: A string of injuries limited Quaranta to one League
appearance for D.C. United during the 2004 campaign.
He made an impact in United's international friendlies,
however, striking for two goals and an assist against C.D.
Municipal to accompany his penalty-kick shootout tally in
the Black-and-Red'’s win over Nottingham Forest.

2003: Quaranta got off to a good start netting his only
goal of the campaign in the season-opener against the
Kansas City Wizards on 4/12. He then struggled much of
the season to recover from an MCL injury that he picked
up while playing with the U.S. U-20 National Team. The
forward underwent arthroscopic surgery in September,
causing him to miss the end of the season. He totaled
three assists during the season, the first of which led to
Marco Etcheverry’s goal that earned the Black-and-Red
their first road point of the season in a 1-1 tie versus the
Colorado Rapids on 4/26. Quaranta also tallied the game-
winning assist on Ben Olsen’s goal versus the Chicago
Fire at Cardinal Stadium on 7/12.

2002: In only his second year in MLS, Quaranta started

in all 11 games he appeared in, contributing three goals
and four assists. He got off to a quick start with an assist
on Ali Curtis’ goal in the season opener against the L.A.
Galaxy on 3/23 and scored his first goal against the Dallas
Burn on 4/6. Quaranta recorded two assists in the Black-
and-Red's 4-2 drubbing of the New York/New Jersey
MetroStars on 5/18. He then registered both a goal and
an assist on Ryan Nelsen’s goal in the 3-2 victory over the
New England Revolution on 6/8. Unfortunately the young
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forward had to miss the last three months of the season
due to an abdominal hernia and the subsequent surgery
to correct it, which took place on 7/31.

2001: Quaranta was originally selected by D.C. United in
the first round (8th overall) of the 2001 MLS SuperDraft
on 2/5/01. At the time of his selection, he was the young-
est player ever drafted by Major League Soccer. He paid
immediate dividends for United, notching five goals and
one assist in 16 games (10 starts). The Baltimore, MD
native recorded a pair of two-goal games in addition to
being named MLS Player of the Week on 7/16, the only
United player to receive the award during the season. At
the time, Quaranta was the youngest player in league
history to play, start, score and earn Player of the Week
and MLS All-Star honors. He was the youngest player to
appear in an MLS match when he came on for Mark Lisi
in the 74th minute versus New England on 5/9. He was
the youngest player to score in MLS history (16 years, 7
months, and 5 days) when he tallied his first MLS goal

in the 69th minute versus the Columbus Crew on 5/19.
Quaranta started and played the full match versus Bayer
Leverkusen on 5/23, tallying an assist. He missed the
Miami Fusion (5/30) and Chicago Fire (6/2) games while
on tour with U.S. U-17 team. Quaranta made his first
career start and played the full 90 minutes versus the
MetroStars (6/13), recording his first assist. He scored
two goals against New England on 7/14, earning Player of
the Week honors (7/16). Quaranta missed the Columbus
match (8/25) with a groin injury and the last two games of
the campaign, while tending to duty with the U.S. U-17
team at the World Championship in Trinidad & Tobago.

International

2005: Quaranta was called up to the U.S. Men'’s Na-
tional Team for both Gold Cup and World Cup qualifying
competitions. In all, the Baltimore, MD native made eight
appearances for the U.S. Men, primarily on the right side
of midfield.
