A pair of teams who have certainly seen their share of goalfests already this season come together Saturday 
night, when Real Salt Lake play host to the Los Angeles Galaxy. Real are coming off a two-game road swing 
where they lost both games, punctuated with a 4-1 defeat by D.C. United. But in their last match in Utah, they 
defeated United 4-0. The Galaxy are coming off a resounding 5-2 victory against Chivas USA in the SuperClasíco 
and now lead the league in goals scored – while also having the second-most goals allowed.

• The teams split their season series a year, with each winning one of the two meetings in Carson, then playing 
to a 2-2 draw in the lone matchup at Rice-Eccles. 

• It marked the second consecutive season the teams had split their season series. In 2006, each won two 
games, each winning once at home and once away. 

• When RSL scored the equalizing goal in their 1-1 draw on June 22, 2005 against the Galaxy, it marked the 
club’s first goal after 557 scoreless minutes – which was the MLS record until last season.

REAL SALT LAKE 
Real Salt Lake finished off a two-game road swing with a second defeat, D.C. United gaining a measure of revenge in a 
4-1 triumph Saturday evening at RFK Stadium. Real are now tied for fourth place in the Western Conference with four 
points from five matches, level with Chivas USA and two points behind the Colorado Rapids. 
LAST MATCH 

• United were looking to reverse a two-game losing streak -- that started in a 4-0 thrashing by Real in Utah -- 
while RSL were aiming to finish off a two-game road trip with a win after falling in Toronto the week before. 

• Jaime Moreno scored from the penalty spot on either side of halftime to send United on their way. In the 31st 
minute, Marc Burch tried to put in a cross from the left and the ball struck the outstretched arm of Dema 
Kovalenko as he slid to try and cut it out. Moreno converted with the cheekiest of efforts, stabbing the ball with 
his toe and floating it into the center of the goal as RSL 'keeper Nick Rimando dove to his left. 

• Moreno converted in the 52th minute after Luciano Emilio went down after bursting into the area through the 
combined challenges of Chris Wingert and Carey Talley. Moreno this time drove his spot kick into the upper left 
corner, adding to his MLS all-time goal-scoring lead with the 35th penalty kick of his MLS career. 

• United then put the game away with a pair of superlative goals. In the 67th minute, Moreno hit an inch-perfect 
lob to the right post where Santino Quaranta came in to volley it home with a side-foot. 
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• Real pulled a goal back in the 77th minute when Talley bundled home a corner flicked on by Tony Beltran at 
the near post, but United saved the best for last. Burch flighted a high cross from the left and Marcelo Gallardo 
picked it out of midair with a full instep volley from a tight angle that thundered over Rimando and defender Nat 
Borchers into the roof of the goal. 

• RSL head coach Jason Kreis made two changes to the team that lost 1-0 to Toronto FC the previous weekend. 
Jamison Olave made his MLS debut, coming into central defense in place of Matias Mantilla, and Carey Talley 
replaced the injured Nate Sturgis in a deep-lying midfield role.

• ”I think there were again quite a few guys didn’t have a good night for us,” said Kreis. “We have to realize that 
we need all of our players to have pretty decent nights or maybe just a few of them can have off nights but if 
there is too many of them out there that are having an off night we won’t succeed.” 

TEAM NEWS 
• It was the third loss in three matches away from Rice-Eccles Stadium this year. In their two home games, Real 

have a draw and a victory. In 50 league games all-time away from Salt Lake City, Real have just six wins and 
34 losses. 

• “It’s a different game when you play on grass and we knew they were hungry for a win,” goalkeeper Nick 
Rimando said. “We came out and played good and go at them and it looks like it’s going to be a good game 
and they get a PK. We fall back a little bit and we start to chase the game and every time we to start to chase a 
game we open up and they get chances and they score.” 

• Kreis is hoping that a three-game homestand – the Open Cup play-in match against the San Jose Earthquakes 
ahead of back-to-back league matches – will allow his side to return to things that have brought them success 
this season. 

• "I just feel we've lost our way a little bit about how we're pressuring," Kreis said. "We've lost our way a little bit 
about how we're possessing the ball. We've lost our way a little bit about how many scoring chances we're 
going to create in games. I don't think we did any of those three things well against D.C. United." 

• Still, Real had some opportunities they didn’t take advantage of early on, which could have put the game in a 
different spirit at the time of the first penalty. 

• "It just shows we need to try and hop on teams early when we have the chance," right back Chris Wingert said. 
"We didn't have a ton of chances in the beginning, but we did have a ton of possession. We need to turn those 
into good chances and not only chances, but goals." 

• On Wednesday, RSL won their first-round U.S. Open Cup play-in game, defeating the San Jose Earthquakes 
4-0. Kyle Beckerman scored twice in the opening 33 minutes, Yura Movsisyan added a third just seconds after 
Beckerman’s second, and Andy Williams scored in the final minute for the RSL victory. RSL will now face the 
Columbus Crew in the next round, with the winner playing the Chicago Fire for a place in the tournament 
proper.

• “The brightest spot for me tonight was just the mentality of the group. They were very up for it, very bright in the 
first 20 minutes, and also were rewarded at the end of those 20 minutes by capitalizing and getting a goal,” 
Kreis said. “We’ve gone through a lot of times this year where we’ve had that mentality and we’ve been bright 
and done a lot of things in their half and walked away with no goals, so it was nice that they ended up that 
period with a goal.” 

 
LOS ANGELES GALAXY 
The Los Angeles Galaxy won for the second time on the season in resounding fashion, claiming a 5-2 victory against 
their Home Depot Center arch-rivals, Chivas USA, on Saturday evening. The Galaxy now have seven points from five 
matches, sitting in second place in the Western Conference, just a point behind FC Dallas. 
LAST MATCH 

• Both teams came into the first SuperClasico game of the season off somewhat rocky starts, each with two 
losses among their four matches played and both near the bottom of the league's defensive performances. 

• In front of the usual pitched atmosphere in Carson, Donovan set the game alight with his 18th-minute opener. 
Latching on to a half-clearance, he popped the ball up with his right foot and lashed home a volley with his left 
from outside the area. But Sacha Kljestan pulled Chivas level in the 38th minute with another wonderful goal, 
running at a Galaxy defender on the right before hooking a masterful effort inside the right-hand post. 
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• After the break, the game exploded. Donovan scored his second and put the Galaxy back into the lead in the 
59th minute, snatching a Mike Randolph cross that Claudio Suarez couldn't clear and putting it home from the 
spot on the half-turn. But Chivas were again level just three minutes later, Ante Razov netting his first of the 
year after a corner took a deflection right to him in the box. 

• The Galaxy then scored three goals in a nine-minute span to put the game away. A cross was knocked straight 
up in the area, and Alan Gordon outjumped the punch attempt of Chivas goalkeeper Brad Guzan to loop home 
the third (76). A minute later Donovan finished off his hat trick in style -- a long ball from behind midfield 
chested down by Gordon for Donovan to drive inside the left-hand post for his eighth goal on the campaign. 

• Gordon then sent the blue-and-yellow side of Victoria Street into rapture with his second after coming off the 
bench, tapping home from close range after Donovan relayed a David Beckham pullback from the right side 
toward the far post. 

• Galaxy boss Ruud Gullit made two changes to the team that played to a 2-2 draw with the Houston Dynamo 
the week before. Abel Xavier made his return to the starting lineup and Joe Franchino made his first start since 
his return to the club, coming for Josh Tudela and Alan Gordon.

• “For me, it was a match that you have a lot of ups and downs. Our team started out really, really good in the 
first half. I think it was good that we got the yellow cards immediately, so our midfielders had a little bit of the 
feeling that they couldn’t really challenge. I do think they were yellow cards, by the way,” Gullit said. “We 
scored some good goals. The sloppiness helped Chivas into the game.” 

TEAM NEWS 
• It’s been a remarkable early season already for Donovan. His eight goals this season match his total for all of 

last year, and he’s only four goals behind his career single-season best with 25 games still to be played. 
• “I feel like I’m being more assertive and more aggressive. I think I’m reaping the benefits of that,” said 

Donovan. “In the past I got down on myself because I’m not aggressive and not taking shots. I know I have that 
ability. Lately in training I’ve been doing those things and it’s transferring to the games and I’m going to keep 
doing it.” 

• Lost in the post-match reaction to Donovan’s hat trick was the pair of goals scored by Alan Gordon in a 20-
minute performance after coming off the bench. 

• “We needed some strengthening up top. Edson (Buddle) did well; he worked really hard. He did his job,” Gullit 
said. “I think Gordon did an excellent job in the game. I think it changed the game a bit. We were still in the 
game, but with his strengths and with his goals and assists.” 

• David Beckham contributed his fourth assist on the campaign, and while it was the first one that was finished 
off by Donovan, the U.S. international was still involved, relaying Beckham’s pass for Gordon to tap home at 
the back post. 

• "I think it’s nice for both of us to be in the position we are in. Like Landon said, I take pressure off him, and he 
takes the pressure off me. He’s scoring some great goals and goals that are winning us games. I can do my 
job; I can do my assists, and that’s what I do,” Beckham said. “Scoring goals is the important part and Landon 
is doing that. I’m sure we are going to come up against teams that will be two men marking us at games. Either 
two men on me or on Landon. We’ll come up against that, and that’s when other players are going to come into 
it, but you saw tonight when Alan Gordon came in.” 

• The Galaxy have still allowed 11 goals on the campaign – seven in their last three matches – and kept just one 
clean sheet on the season. Still, Gullit had high praise for a member of the back four. 

• “I think that our best player is in the last couple of weeks is Sean Franklin. I think again he played an excellent 
game. If you see how he goes into midfield and gives long balls to David (Beckham) all the time. I think he’s 
made a huge progress. That makes me happy,” Gullit said. “Of course, to see the stars like David and Landon 
do what they need to — I’m happy for them. Landon’s shape is incredible. But I also have to mention the other 
players. I think Sean Franklin has been the best player today."

RSL HISTORY v. LA: Saturday’s affair will mark the 
first of just two meetings between RSL and LA, with the 
second set for The Home Depot Center on Sept. 6 … RSL 
has a chance to even up the all-time series against the 
Galaxy, the Utah side’s standing at 4-5-2 after going 1-1-1

Beckerman got the ball rolling with a tap-in goal in the 21st 
minute and followed that up with a bouncing 30-yard effort in 
the 33rd to double the advantage … RSL would punish the 
‘Quakes off the kick-off seconds later, as FW Yura 
Movsisyan converted the turnover into RSL’s second goal 
inside the minute to put the game out of reach … RSL MF 
Andy Williams made sure he maintained his Open Cup 
scoring mastery, slotting home in the 90th minute to close out 
the scoring … GK Chris Seitz saw his initial first-team action

WELCOME TO THE WASATCH… Four RSL players 
made their debut on March 29 vs. Chicago, as MLS veterans 
Dema Kovalenko (21 minutes, 1 shot (on goal), 1 foul 
committed/1 suffered) and Nat Borchers (90 minutes, 1 foul 
committed, dominating presence in the box) were RSL 
debutants … Salt Lake’s Scottish connection appeared in 
MLS games for the first time, as Ian Joy (90 minutes, 1 foul 
committed, 1 yellow card) and Kenny “Dr. Goals” Deuchar 
(17 minutes, 1 foul committed/1 suffered) also donned the 
Claret Red, Cobalt Blue and Real Gold for the first time … 
RSL’s April 5 match at Chivas USA saw Deuchar and 
Kovalenko with additional firsts with their new club, the duo 
both making their first appearance in the team’s starting XI 
and Deuchar scoring with a 57th minute header … D/M Tony 
Beltran is the only other player to make their RSL debut 
since the season opener, the rookie logging his first official 
pro minutes off the substitute’s bench on April 12 v. DC …  
 
NEW AMERICAN KOVALENKO HITS #200:  While 
Kenny Deuchar’s wait to get to America might have seemed 
long thanks to his visa issues during the pre-season, it paled 
in comparison to MF Dema Kovalenko’s lengthy journey to 
become a U.S. citizen – a 17-year goal-in-the-making that 
was realized when he was sworn in during a ceremony in his 
adopted hometown of Chicago on March 17th … The 10-year 
MLS vet Kovalenko took a few less years to reach an MLS 
landmark a couple of weeks ago, as the midfielder became 
the 44th player in League history to see the field in 200 
regular season contests with his placement in the starting XI 
on April 5 at Chivas USA …   
 
“DR. GOALS” MAKES FIRST HOUSE CALL: It took 
only 74 minutes for FW Kenny Deuchar to make his first 
“house call” for Real Salt Lake, as the Scottish striker put 
home a header in the 57th minute of a 3-1 defeat at Chivas 
USA on April 5, to record his first goal in MLS play … The 
marker for the man known as “Dr. Goals” came just two 
minutes after RSL had fallen behind 2-0, as Deuchar rose 
high eight yards from goal to nod home MF Javier 
Morales’s perfectly taken free kick from the left flank … The 
match at Chivas USA also marked Deuchar’s first start in 
League play for RSL, this after the towering target forward 
made his MLS and RSL debut a week earlier with a 17-
minute substitute stint against Chicago …  
 
NIMO RETURNS FROM U-20 DUTY: Another member 
of RSL’s six-pack of rookies, MF Alex Nimo, rejoined his 
RSL teammates this week after representing the U.S. 
Under-20 MNT in two of its three contests at the Campos 
Verdes International Tournament in Portugal from April 
13-19 …The 17-year-old Nimo started and played the full 90 
minutes in the USA’s first match of the tournament, a 3-1 
loss to the Cape Verde Islands on April 14 … After sitting out 
of the USA’s second contest, a 3-0 victory over Northern 
Ireland (April 15), Nimo played the second half of a 4-0 
defeat to host Portugal on April 17 … 
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PLENTY TO REPLACE: Real Salt Lake’s roster 
additions will have plenty of chances to make their 
collective mark, as the team saw nearly half of its goals 
and assists and nearly 60% of its minutes fail to return to 
the ’08 roster … Players that are on this season’s edition 
of RSL accounted for 52% last season’s goals (16 of 31), 
55% of last season’s assists (11 of 20), and 42% of 
minutes played … 5 of the 6 goals put into goal by RSL 
this season have come from returning players 
(Beckerman-2, Findley-1, Espindola-1, Talley-1), with 
Kenny Deuchar becoming the first newcomer to score his 
first goal in an RSL uniform, but 4 of the squad’s 7 assists 
have been registered by newcomers (Kovalenko-2, 
Borchers-1, Beltran-1), with Findley (1) and Morales (2) 
also contributing …  
 
INTERNATIONALLY KNOWN:  There seemed to be 
a method to the RSL Technical Staff’s madness in forming 
this year’s roster, as each of the club’s six non-draftee 
additions have club experience away from the United 
States … RSL was able to lure Americans defender Nat 
Borchers back to MLS from the Norwegian Tippeligaen, 
while American-born and Scottish-bred DF Ian Joy 
decided to leave the German 2nd Bundesliga to return to 
the land of his birth … RSL certainly didn’t forget about 
talent rich South America, as the club brought in Argentine 
MF Matias Cordoba and Colombian DF Jamison Olave, 
while another Scottish link was brought into the side with 
the signing of FW Kenny Deuchar … MF Dema 
Kovalenko is a 10-year MLS veteran, but he has also 
spent time overseas during brief stints in his native 
Ukraine and Germany … And this list doesn’t include the 
Argentine trio of FW Fabian Espíndola, DF Matias 
Mantilla and MF Javier Morales that were added to the 
squad last August …  
 
THE NOT-AS-YOUNG BUT STILL RESTLESS: One 
thing is for sure – the 2008 edition of Real Salt Lake will 
not be as green behind the ears as last year’s side … After 
bringing in a ton of young talent in-season during the ’07 
campaign – including Robbie Findley, Nathan Sturgis, 
Fabian Espíndola, and Yura Movsisyan, just to name a 
few – the RSL Technical Staff chose to fill in the roster with 
more proven commodities this past offseason with the 
additions of Nat Borchers (26), Kenny Deuchar (27), Ian 
Joy (26), Dema Kovalenko (30) and Jamison Olave (26) 
… Even with these additions, Real Salt Lake entered the 
season as the second youngest team in MLS, with an 
average opening-day age of 24 years and 227 days (FC 
Dallas was youngest at 23y, 357d) … The elder statesman 
of this year’s team is 31-year-old Carey Talley, while 17-
year-old Alex Nimo replaces Nik Besagno (20) as the 
youngest member of the squad …  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
AND THEN THERE WERE THREE:  All these moves 
have left just three players from RSL’s Inaugural Season of 
2005 on the club’s 2008 roster – DF Nik Besagno, MF 
Kenny Cutler, and MF Andy Williams … The holdovers 
from RSL’s “Class of 2006” is even slimmer, as MF Carey 
Talley joins those three as the only other player to suit up for 
the club prior to the 2007 campaign …  
 
OVERHAUL NOT JUST FOR ROSTER:  The only 
turnover more complete than RSL’s roster has been to its 
Technical Staff, as three of the team’s four coaches and it’s 
General Manager are all starting their first full season with 
RSL … Head Coach Jason Kreis now has a full preseason 
under his belt with the squad and is looking to improve on 
the 6-13-7 record he compiled in 2007 after retiring on May 
3rd to take over the coaching reigns from John Ellinger … 
Two of Kreis’ assistants – Jeff Cassar and Robin Fraser – 
joined RSL midway through last season, with Brian 
Johnson remaining the only holdover from the previous 
coaching regime … GM Garth Lagerwey is also beginning 
his first full campaign with the side, this after joining the 
squad last September … The RSL braintrust has the 
distinction of being the only Technical Staff in MLS that all 
have playing experience in the League, with all but Johnson 
entering the League during its Inaugural Season in 1996 
(Johnson entered one season later in 1997) …  
 
RSL TRIO HELPS USA BECOME BEIJING BOUND:  
A trio of RSL youngsters – FW Robbie Findley, GK Chris 
Seitz, and M/D Nathan Sturgis – returned to Salt Lake City 
on Monday after helping the U.S. Under-23 Men’s National 
Team qualify for the 2008 Summer Olympic Games during 
the CONCACAF region’s qualifying tournament over the last 
two weeks … Findley saw time in all five of the USA’s 
contests in the competition, including three starting nods, 
while Seitz allowed just one goal in during his three starts 
and Nathan Sturgis featured at both center and left back 
during his four appearances (all starts) … The trio will hope 
that steady play for RSL over the course of the first half of 
the MLS season will pay off with a spot on the USA roster 
that will head to Beijing for the Summer Games, which begin 
August 8th …  
 
WILLIAMS LEADS THE WAY: No matter what the 
statistical category in RSL’s record book, it’s almost a sure 
bet that MF Andy Williams is the squad’s active leader… 
Now entering his fourth season with the squad, “Bomma” is 
the team’s active leader in games played (84), starts (60), 
minutes (5,505), goals (8), assists (12), shots (110), shots on 
goal (41), fouls committed (107), fouls suffered (165), corner 
kicks (127), and, oddly enough, ejections (2) …

LANDON LANDS A PAIR OF AWARDS: On Thursday it was announced that Galaxy forward Landon Donovan was named the MLS Player of the 
Month for April by the North American Soccer Reporters. It was the third time in his career that Donovan had been named the Player of the Month but 
the first time as a member of the Galaxy. He joins Mauricio Cienfuegos, Eduardo Hurtado, Cobi Jones, Alejandro Moreno, Carlos Ruiz and Welton as 
the seventh player to be named Player of the Month with the Galaxy. 
 
Earlier in the week, Donovan was named the MLS Player of the Week for the second consecutive week. Donovan had his second career hat trick and 
added an assist to lead the Galaxy to a convincing 5-2 win over Chivas USA in the Honda SuperClasico. It was the seventh time in his MLS career that 
Donovan has taken the award, leaving him tied with Jason Kreis and Taylor Twellman for the third most in MLS history. Donovan is the first repeat 
winner of the award since Eddie Johnson was named Player of the Week during Weeks 8 and 9 of the 2007 MLS season. 
 
AN ELITE EIGHT: Donovan finished the month of April with eight goals in four games, making him the fifth different player in league history to score at 
least eight goals in a month. Stern John of the Columbus Crew holds the MLS record with nine goals in August 1998, while Mamadou Diallo (August 
2000), Donovan, Roy Lassiter (August 1996) and Diego Serna (September 2000 and June 2001) have each scored eight in a month. In three of the 
previous five cases, the player to score eight or more times would later go on to win the MLS Player of the Month award for that month. 
 
With the eight goals, Donovan, who scored eight goals all of last season to lead the Galaxy in scoring, also set the MLS record for most goals over the 
first five games of the season, breaking the former mark of six, which was held by five different players. 
 
HAT TRICK HERO: Donovan’s hat trick against Chivas USA on Saturday night was the second of his MLS career and his first since joining the Galaxy 
in 2005. The 26-year old claimed his first hat trick nearly five years earlier while with the san Jose Earthquakes, scoring three times in their 4-1win in 
Kansas City. With the three goals, Donovan became the first player this season to record a hat trick and the 17th in MLS history to have two or more hat 
tricks in his MLS career. Stern John and Diego Serna are tied for the MLS record with five each. 
 
INTO THE TOP TEN: With his three goals, Donovan leapfrogged Cobi Jones and Ronald Cerritos into 10th place on the MLS list of all-time leading 
goalscorers. Donovan now has 72  regular season MLS goals in 163 games, leaving him seven goals behind Preki for ninth place in MLS history and 
nine behind his teammate Carlos Ruiz for eighth place.  
 
Donovan is also third in Galaxy history with 40 goals for the club, 10 behind Ruiz for second place and 30 goals behind Cobi Jones for the most in club 
history. He leads MLS with eight goals this season and could become the first Galaxy player since Carlos Ruiz in 2003 to lead the league in scoring. 
 
BECKHAM ALONE AT THE TOP: With his second half assist last weekend, Galaxy midfielder David Beckham took sole possession of first place in 
MLS in assists with four. Beckham now sits one assist ahead of Guillermo Barros Schelotto and Jaime Moreno who each have three assists. 
 
No Galaxy player has ever led the league in assists, with Landon Donovan being the closest, finishing second last year with a career-high 13 assists, 
one behind the league leader Steve Ralston who had 14. Mauricio Cienfuegos, who is second in Galaxy history with 80 career assists, also finished 
second, doing so in 1998 when his 16 assists placed him three behind the league leader Marco Etcheverry, and then again in 1999 when his career-high 
and club record 17 assists left him one behind Ralston for the league lead.  
 
HIGH FIVE: Last weekend’s win over Chivas USA was the 15th time in Galaxy history that they have scored five or more goals and just the third in the 
last seven seasons. In the games following their five goal performances, the Galaxy are 8-4-2 all-time. 
 
Prior to last weekend, the last time that the Galaxy had scored five goals in a game was the 2006 season finale when they defeated Chivas USA 5-2. 
 
DOUBLE TROUBLE: For the first time since August 21, 1999, the Galaxy had multiple players score more than one goal in a game with Donovan’s 
three and Gordon’s two last weekend against Chivas USA. The last time it was done, the Galaxy defeated the MetroStars 4-1 at the Rose Bowl in a 
game that both Carlos Hermosillo and Zak Ibsen each scored a pair of goals. Current Galaxy players Joe Franchino and Greg Vanney each played in 
that game, with Vanney collecting three assists and Franchino one. 
 
LA assistant coach Cobi Jones and Real Salt Lake assistant Robin Fraser also played in that game, with Fraser captaining the Galaxy and Jones picking 
up a pair of assists. 
 
Saturday’s performance was the sixth in Galaxy history with multiple players scoring multiple goals in the same game. The first time that they 
accomplished the feat was on May 6, 1998 when Cobi Jones scored three times and Mauricio Cienfuegos and Welton each scored twice in a 7-4 win 
over Colorado. 
 
VANNEY HITS 250: Galaxy defender Greg Vanney became the 19th player in MLS history to reach the 250 games played plateau on Saturday against 
Chivas USA. The veteran defender, who is in his second stint with the Galaxy, has 22 goals and 23 assists in his 250 career games, all but 11 of which 
have seen Vanney in the starting lineup. In the win over Chivas USA, the 33-year old picked up his first assist in a Galaxy uniform since Sept. 8, 2001, 
helping to set up Landon Donovan’s third goal of the night in the 77th minute. 
 
MATCH ANALYSIS STAT OF THE WEEK: Galaxy defender Abel Xavier currently ranks second in MLS in possession, having helped to keep the ball 
on more than fourth-fifths of his touches this season. For the year, Xavier has 99 touches and has given the ball away just 19 times, meaning that he has 
kept the ball 80.2% of the time. Peter Vagenas (79.2%) and Alvaro Pires (77.9%) rank fourth and fifth in the league in possession respectively while only 
Clyde Simms of D.C. United has kept the ball better than Xavier, helping United keep possession 85% of the time he touches the ball. 
 
HITTING THE TURF: For the first time this season, the Galaxy will play on FieldTurf when they take on Real Salt Lake at Rice-Eccles Stadium. Over the 
past three seasons, the Galaxy are just 1-6-3 on FieldTurf, including 1-2-2 in Salt Lake. New England, New York and Toronto also play on FieldTurf.

LA GALAXY GAME NOTES – May 3, 2008 
 
JAZIC GOES GREEN: Defender Ante Jazic has been removed from the Galaxy’s international player list after receiving his Green Card late last week. 
The 32-year old Canadian international has played 29 games in his Galaxy career and is nearing a return to the field after missing the entire preseason 
and the first month of the season with an ankle injury. The club now has four international players in David Beckham, Alvaro Pires, Carlos Ruiz and Abel 
Xavier, with four international spots left vacant. 
 
ONLY ANTE REMAINS: Galaxy defender Julian Valentin was named in Ruud Gullit’s 18-man squad during the 5-2 win vs. Chivas USA, the first time 
this season that he has been in the squad. With Valentin dressing, Ante Jazic is now the only field player who is yet to have dressed for a game this 
season. Jazic has missed the first month of the season after undergoing ankle surgery in late December. 
 
The only other players not to dress for a game this year are goalkeepers Charles Alamo, who underwent knee surgery in February, and Vito Higgins. 
 
GALAXY vs. REAL SALT LAKE: The Galaxy and Real Salt Lake have played 11 games against one another all-time, with the Galaxy winning five of 
those contests and collecting two draws. Last year, the two sides played each other three times, with each team winning once at The Home Depot 
Center before playing to a 2-2 draw in Salt Lake City on Sept. 19. 
 
Edson Buddle has scored six times in his career against RSL, while Landon Donovan and Carlos Ruiz have each scored five times. Last year, Donovan 
scored once and set up two against RSL while Buddle scored the first goal of his Galaxy career against them on June 17. 
 
This is the first of two meetings between the two sides this season and the Galaxy’s only scheduled visit to Utah. Real Salt Lake will travel to The Home 
Depot Center on September 6 in the second and final meeting of the year between the two sides. 
 
GALAXY’S ROAD TO OPEN CUP BEGINS: The LA Galaxy’s quest for a third Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup title will begin at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, May 
27 when they host the Colorado Rapids in an Open Cup Play-In Game at The Home Depot Center. If they win this game, the Galaxy will then need to 
win one more Play-In Game, against a yet to be determined MLS opponent, in order to qualify for the Third Round of the Open Cup. This is the second 
straight year in which the Galaxy will play in an Open Cup Play-In Game. In 2007, the Galaxy traveled to Columbus and defeated the Crew 1-0 before 
beating the New York Red Bulls 3-1 in extra time at The Home Depot Center to qualify for the Third Round of the Open Cup, where they were defeated 
by the Richmond Kickers 1-0.
