THE LAST TIME 
Salt Lake’s Javier Morales put his team on the board first in the 28th , 
finding an open net after a misclearance by FCD ‘keeper Dario Sala 
fell to his feet. Dallas’ Kenny Cooper struck nearly 30 minutes later 
from a tight angle to beat RSL’s Nick Rimando on the near post. Salt 
Lake’s Kyle Beckerman sealed the game in the 73rd with his right-
footed touch past Sala.  
 
HOME FIELD ADVANTAGE 
FCD has never lost to Salt Lake in Dallas, posting a 5-0-0 record, and 
outscoring the Utah club 11-4.  
 
FAMILIAR SCORE 
Four of FCD’s five home games against RSL have been played at 
Pizza Hut Park, and all four games have ended with a 2-1 score line.  
 
The first-ever game of the series was played at the Cotton Bowl, 
which Dallas won 3-0.  
 
INJURY REPORT 
• Josh Lambo resumed full contact training on Mon. May 12. 

Lambo has not seen action since suffering a broken jaw and 
concussion stemming from a collision with a Chivas player in 
the 5th minute of FCD’s opening Reserve game on March 30.  

• David Wagenfuhr has been placed on the Six-Game DL. He 
has not played yet this season due to a concussion suffered in 
a 3/22 preseason game. Wagenfuhr will not be eligible to play 
until the 6/15 game vs. Chicago.  

• Dax McCarty underwent successful sports hernia surgery in 
Germany on Thursday, May 15.  

 
TWO IN FIVE 
FCD heads into the second of three consecutive home games this 
Saturday. The team will have only four days between games when it 
wraps up the home stand against Houston next Wednesday, May 28.  
The team is 1-2-1 at Pizza Hut Park this season.  
 
SECOND IN SCORING 
Kenny Cooper has scored five goals this season, tying him with 
Columbus’ Robbie Rogers for second-most in the League behind 
LA’s Landon Donovan, who has eight. Also, Cooper’s four career 
goals against RSL rank him second in franchise history versus Salt 
Lake behind Carlos Ruiz (5 goals).  

ODURO ON THE BOARD 
Dominic Oduro scored his first goal of the season (fifth of his career) 
last week against LA, a header from the top of the six to beat ‘keeper 
Steve Cronin. The Ghanaian forward became the fifth FCD player to 
score a goal this season… 
 
COOPER LENDS A HAND 
…Kenny Cooper provided the service on Oduro’s goal, delivering a 
left-footed cross that found the 22-year-old’s head from near the 
corner where the penalty box and endline meet. It was Cooper’s first 
assist of the season and seventh of his career. 
 
NO REST AGAINST THE WEST 
Saturday’s game is the fourth of six consecutive contests against 
Western Conference opponents. Dallas is now 1-2-3 versus the West 
this year.  
 
NOTES FROM THE 5-1 LOSS vs. LOS ANGELES 
• FC Dallas is now 2-3-3, 9 points on the season, and in fourth 

place in the Western Conference. Dallas is 1-2-1 at home.  
• This was the first time Dallas surrendered five goals in a 

regular season game since a 5-2 loss at Los Angeles in the 
last game of the 2006 season (Oct. 14, 2006). The five goals 
were the most FCD has ever surrendered at PHP in a regular 
season game.  

• Prior to today, Dallas was 12-5-5 in regular season games at 
home against LA, and had won the last six home games 
against them.  

• LA was the last team to score four first half goals against 
Dallas, doing so on July 31, 2007 in a SuperLiga match.  

• The nine shots on goal for Dallas were a season high.  
• Serioux’s red card was the first in his MLS career.  
• Oduro’s goal in the 54th minute was his first since July 4, 2007.  
• The crowd of 22,331, is the largest regular season crowd for 

an FC Dallas game at Pizza Hut Park.    
 
MORROW OUT 
FCD announced that Steve Morrow was relieved of his head 
coaching duties on Tues. May 20. At the time of his departure, FCD 
was 2-3-3 (9 pts) and in fourth place in the Western Conference. 
 
Morrow was introduced as the club’s fourth head coach on December 
11, 2006.  In 2007, his first season as head coach, FC Dallas posted 
a 13-12-5 record (44 points) and finished in third place in the Western 
Conference. He previously served as the first assistant coach during 
the 2005 and 2006 seasons. 
 
FERRUZZI AT THE HELM 
Marco Ferruzzi, in his fourth season as FCD assistant coach, will 
serve as the team’s interim head coach for the time being. 
 
RECORD IN FIRST GAME 
Since the start of Major League Soccer in 1996, head coaches are a 
combined 26-21-11 in their first league game. FCD coaches are 2-1-1 
in their first game with the team.  
 
WALLY GETS SECOND START  
Anthony Wallace earned his second start of the season last week 
against LA at left midfield. It was the third career start for Wallace, in 
his third different position. The 19-year-old had previously started at 
central midfield (9/15/07 at NE) and on the left side of the back line 
(53/08 at SJ). 



AVILA’S AVAILABILITY 
Rookie midfielder Eric Avila last week was on the 18-man roster for 
the second time this season. His lone previous appearance on the 
game day roster came on 4/20 at Chivas USA.   
 
TWO IN TOULON 
FCD will be without Blake Wagner and Brek Shea for the second 
straight game. The two have joined the U.S. U-23 team for the 
Toulon Iternational Tournament in Toulon, France from May 20-29. 
Wagner and Shea departed Dallas on Wed. May 14, joining the U-23 
team in France. Here’s the U.S. schedule (all games live on FSC):

FIRST GOAL IMPORTANT  
Dallas has not lost this season when scoring the first goal of the 
game (2-0-1). On the contrary, the team is 0-3-1 when the opposition 
gets on the board first.  
 
PLAYING TIME 
Duilio Davino, Dario Sala, Andre Rocha, and Cooper are the only 
players to start and play in all eight games this season. Sala and 
Davino are the only ones to play every minute of every game.  
 
QUICK TO 20 
Cooper scored his 20th career regular season goal last week, making 
him the eighth player in team history to score at least 20 goals, and 
third fastest to reach the mark (in 52 games).  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
GRACZYK TO FILL IN AGAIN 
FCD has called in League Pool GK Mike Graczyk to be this week’s 
backup keeper for the third straight week and fourth time overall (4/24 
vs. NE, 5/10 at RSL, 5/18 vs. LA).  
 
Graczyk (pronounced gray-ZACK) played 22 minutes of the 4/21 
Reserve game at Chivas and went the distance in another Reserve 
contest at San Jose on 5/11. The 22-year-old was a three-year 
starter at the University of New Mexico and is the all-time school 
leader in shutouts (30) and goals against average (0.67).  
 
TIMELY THOMPSON 
The fourth-year forward has one goal and one assist in the five 
games he’s played in this season (three starts). Thompson assisted 
on Toja’s goal in the 1-1 tie vs. CHV in the 3/30 season opener, and 
scored one of his own in the 80th min on 4/20 at CHV, just nine 
minutes after entering the game to secure the Dallas win.  
 
Known on the team for his consistency, Thompson’s stats back him 
up. He’s scored 18 career goals and added 12 assists despite 
starting only 36 of the 73 games in which he’s appeared in all 
competitions (MLS Regular season, Playoffs, U.S. Open Cup, 
SuperLiga).  
 
The Breakdown (combining all competitions): 
8 goals, 2 assists in 37 substitute appearances 
10 goals, 10 assists in 37 starts 
 
Thompson has scored two goals and added three assists in ten 
games against RSL.  
 
 

LATE GOALS 
FCD has surrendered two game-tying goals in the final 10 minutes of 
games - one in stoppage time. Last year, FCD gave up seven goals 
in the final 10 minutes of play, though none of those goals was a 
game-winning or game-tying goal.  
 
RESERVES RESCHEDULE 
The second Reserve Division game this season against RSL, 
originally scheduled for Sun. May 25, has been moved to Wed. Aug 
9, a stand-alone game. The Reserves will next face Houston on 
Thurs. May 29, after the first teams play each other the night before. 
 
At 2-1-1 (7 pts), the FCD Reserves have won back to back games 
and seven different FCD players have found the back of the net; 
Moor, Thompson, Avila, Rhine, Wileman, Pitchkolan, Oduro. 
 
ON DECK – HOUSTON 
FCD and the Houston Dynamo meet for the second time this season 
at Pizza Hut Park on Wed. May 28 (7:30 p.m. CT). This game was 
originally scheduled for Sat. Aug 9, and the date change was 
announced in mid-March.  
 
FCD is 1-1-2 all-time in the regular season against Houston at PHP. 
However, FCD won the last meeting between the clubs in Dallas; a 1-
0 playoff win on 10/27/07. On Apr. 6, FCD and HOU played to a 3-3 
tie at Robertson Stadium, with Cooper (2) and Alvarez striking for 
Dallas.

conversion by MF Christian Gomez all but sealed 
RSL's fate in the 83rd minute. 
 
RSL REWIND #2 – TEAM “WINS UGLY” OVER FC 
DALLAS: RSL Head Coach Jason Kreis proudly used 
the word ugly to describe RSL’s 2-1 win on May 10 over 
then West co-leader FC Dallas at home, praising his team 
for enduring adversity and holding on in stoppage time 
against his former organization … RSL Captain Kyle 
Beckerman scored the 73rd-minute game-winner on a 
give-and-go with Andy Williams, after Javier Morales 
gave RSL the lead in the 27th minute … Beckerman – 
RSL’s captain the last six League games – now has two 
game-winning goals this year (best in MLS w/ Barrett-CHI 
and Rogers-CLB) and has scored three MLS goals and 
five goals in all competitions since being awarded the 
armband …  
 
RSL “ON DECK” – USOC PLAY-IN CONTEST AT 
CREW: Real Salt Lake will be working throughout the 
Memorial Day weekend, with the squad heading straight to 
Ohio from Texas on Sunday to prepare for next Tuesday’s 
Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup Play-In contest against the 
red-hot Columbus Crew … Kick-off from Crew Stadium in 
the Ohio capital is set for 5:30 p.m. MT, with the match 
airing live on KALL 700 Sports … Tuesday’s contest will 
mark the second of three contests Real Salt Lake would 
have to win in order to qualify for the 32-team LHUSOC 
tournament proper, the squad reaching this point via a 4-0 
drubbing of the San Jose Earthquakes in a qualifier on 
April 30 … The winner of Tuesday’s match will square off 
in a final Play-In round against the Chicago Fire on 
Tuesday, May 10, at Bradley University’s Shea Stadium in 
Peoria, Ill. (6:00 p.m. MT kick-off), the victor of that match 
becoming one of MLS’s eight qualifiers in the 95th edition 
of U.S. Soccer’s national championship tournament …  
 
ROAD WOES CONTINUE…:  Real Salt Lake’s woeful 
road history was something the club hoped to leave in the 
past, but the club’s 0-4-0 away mark in League play this 
year has shown the problem still needs addressing … The 
four losses this season has moved RSL’s all-time road 
record in MLS play to 6-35-10, in which the Utah side has 
been outscored 104-48 … RSL has failed to pick up a 
point in its four road contests and have been outscored 10-
2 in its losses at Chivas USA (1-3 L), Toronto FC (0-1 L), 
and D.C. United (1-4 L), and Colorado (0-2 L) …  
 
 

 
… BUT THERE’S WILL ON “THE HILL”:  For as much 
as Real Salt Lake has struggled historically on the road, the 
squad appears to have found its comfort zone at Rice-
Eccles Stadium so far in 2008, outscoring MLS opposition 
13-4 in its five contests (3-0-2) against Chicago (1-1 T), D.C. 
United (4-0 W), San Jose (4-0 W – USOC Play-In Game), 
LA Galaxy (2-2 T) and FC Dallas (2-1 W) …  
 
MORE FROM MORALES: After struggling in the assist 
department last season, RSL appears to have found its 
solution to the problem in the person of Argentine playmaker 
Javier Morales … After picking up two assists across RSL’s 
first five games, Morales enjoyed a breakout performance 
May 3 against the LA Galaxy, as the Argentine provided 
pinpoint passes finished off by strikers Fabian Espíndola 
(6’) and Kenny Deuchar (18’) to help put his side up a pair 
by the 20th minute … The dual-assist effort was RSL’s 
second such performance of the season, matching MF 
Dema Kovalenko’s two-assist match against D.C. United 
(4/26) … Morales, who is questionable for Saturday’s game 
at FC Dallas (R adductor strain), is among a “who’s who” of 
MLS’s top attacking players in the League’s assist category, 
his four helpers on the season tying him for fourth place 
alongside Christian Gomez (COL) and placing just one 
behind leaders Guillermo Barros Schelotto (CLB), David 
Beckham (LA), and Landon Donovan (LA) … The 28-year-
old Morales – who is also T-3rd in MLS with 21 fouls suffered 
this season – now has six assists to go along with two goals 
in an RSL uniform in 14 games (971 minutes) since joining 
the squad last August … 
 
GETTING SOME ASSIST-ANCE:  Real Salt Lake’s 10 
assists through eight games might not pop off the stat sheet 
(8th in MLS), but it marks a tremendous improvement from 
the 2007 squad that managed just 20 helpers all of last 
season … It took RSL 23 games last year to record its 10th 
assist of the season, doing so on Sept. 12 @ DC in a 2-1 
defeat … While MF Javier Morales is leading the team –
with four helpers, MF Dema Kovalenko (2), MF Andy 
Williams (1), DF Tony Beltran (1), DF Nat Borchers (1), 
and FW Robbie Findley (1) have also lent a helping hand – 
or foot – thus far in 2008 …  
 
FINE CUTLER-Y:  A week after Head Coach Jason Kreis 
singled him out as the “top man” for his 33-minute 
performance in RSL’s 2-1 win over Dallas on May 10, MF 
Kenny Cutler was rewarded with his first start of the season 
in last week’s 2-0 loss at Colorado, during which he 
effectively shadowed 2006 MLS MVP Christian Gomez 
throughout the contest … With the trade of Carey Talley and 
the injury to Nate Sturgis, Cutler should once again get the 
nod at holding midfielder this weekend at FC Dallas …  
 
MOVSISYAN GOES UNDER THE KNIFE:   Real Salt 
Lake FW Yura Movsisyan will be sidelined for 3-4 weeks 
after undergoing minor surgery last weekend to repair a 
lingering injury to his right meniscus … The third-year pro 
has started one of his five appearances thus far in 2008 and 
logged 145 minutes of action in League play …  
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INJURY SIDELINES STURGIS:  Almost as quickly as 
he had earned a starting role, M/D Nathan Sturgis found 
himself on the sidelines after straining his left hamstring 
early on in RSL’s 1-0 defeat at Toronto FC on April 19, 
leaving the match just 27 minutes in … Sturgis, who had 
earned his first start a week prior in RSL’s 4-0 win over 
D.C. United, is expected to miss 1-2 more weeks … 
 
BELTRAN & SEITZ KNEE DEEP IN TOULON 
TOURNAMENT FOR U.S. U-23’s:  RSL MF Tony 
Beltran made his debut for the U.S. Under-23 MNT on 
Wednesday, with his 45-minute effort in the second half 
almost helping the U.S. comeback during their 3-2 defeat 
to Turkey in Group B’s opening contest in the Toulon 
International Tournament in France … RSL GK Chris 
Seitz is expected to take his turn between the posts for the 
USA’s second contest on Friday against the Ivory Coast, 
with the squad wrapping up group play in the Olympic 
warm-up tourney against Italy on Sunday …  
 
Seitz posted a 2-0-1 record and 0.33 GAA in his three 
appearances in the U.S. Olympic Qualifying run for Beijing 
… The 21-year-old Seitz has been a longtime member of 
the U.S. Youth National Team system and has been 
widely regarded as the top ‘keeper in the U-23 camp since 
the team began preparations for Olympic qualifying in late 
2007 …  
 
The selection of Beltran follows on the heels of the RSL 
rookie’s first three professional starts with the Utah side 
(including U.S. Open Cup play), the UCLA product gaining 
one assist in now four MLS appearances to start his 
professional career … While Beltran is getting his first look 
from Nowak as a member of the Under-23 side, he is no 
stranger to the U.S. youth system after representing the 
Red-White-and-Blue at the U-18 and U-20 levels over the 
past few years, including his rise from an alternate 
selection to a starter for the U.S. in last summer’s FIFA U-
20 World Cup in Canada …  
 
SEITZ JOINS SENIOR U.S. POOL FOR 
FRIENDLIES: The U-23’s might not be the only U.S. 
squad in the running for the services of GK Chris Seitz, 
who was also named to the 33-man player pool that will be 
available for the U.S. Men’s National Team’s trio of 
upcoming international friendlies across the next three 
weeks … Seitz is one of five netminders available to U.S. 
head coach Bob Bradley for the three-game slate, which 
features matches against three world-class teams – @ 
England (May 28), Spain (June 4), and Argentina (June 8) 
… Seitz it still in the hunt for his first full “cap” with the U.S. 
after joining the squad for two camps in the last year …  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
RSL TRADES TALLEY TO CHIVAS:  RSL announced 
a trade with Chivas USA on May 9, sending MF Carey 
Talley to the Southern California club in exchange for a 
second round selection in either the 2010 or 2011 MLS 
SuperDraft … The 31-year-old Talley was RSL’s elder 
statesman this season, his third with the squad and 11th in 
Major League Soccer … Talley ends his RSL tenure in 3rd 
place on the team’s career charts with 60 games played; 58 
games started; 5,120 minutes played; and nine assists; while 
also placing 7th with six goals …  
 
CORNERING THE MARKET:  The 2008 Real Salt Lake 
squad has nearly cornered the market on corner kicks, the 
Utah side tied for first in MLS this season with 49 corners (w/ 
CLB) … RSL has converted just one of those 49 chances, 
with MF Carey Talley doing the honors on April 26 @ D.C. 
United (77’) … RSL has a 49-31 advantage in corners 
against its opponents this season, while this week’s 
opposition, FC Dallas, is bottom in the League with just 23 
corners taken in its eight games… 
 
THE LAW OF 30’s: Real Salt Lake has come flying out of 
the gates during its first eight games, outscoring the 
opposition 5-0 in the opening half hour … But the wheels 
begin to come off shortly after, as RSL has been outscored 
1-8 in the middle third of its contests … The opening is there 
for a strong finish on Saturday, as FC Dallas has closed 
games in the final 30 by being outscored 2-5 thus far …  
 
STARS SHINING AGAINST RSL: You can add 
Colorado MF Christian Gomez to the list of high-profile 
players to tally against Real Salt Lake this season, as the 
2006 MLS MVP converted a game-clinching penalty kick for 
the Rapids in last Thursday’s 2-0 defeat of RSL at Dick’s 
Sporting Goods Park … While RSL’s 14 goals allowed ranks 
11th in the 14-team league, the jaw-dropping fashion in which 
some of MLS’ highest-profile players have scored leaves 
little doubt the folks at Sierra Mist are paying close attention 
to RSL games to track its Goal of the Week nominees … 
Two weeks ago it was FC Dallas striker Kenny Cooper 
connecting on a near post from an acute angle, this after the 
squad was twice victimized by LA’s David Beckham the 
week prior, which came one week after D.C. United MF 
Marcelo Gallardo was awarded the Goal of the Week for his 
volley at RFK Stadium on April 26 … Chicago MF 
Cuauhtémoc Blanco started the trend in the season opener 
on March 29, with his stoppage-time, side-net-seeking 
equalizer resulting in a 1-1 draw, bringing back reminders of 
his Goal of the Year effort last season at Rice-Eccles …  
 
REFUSE TO LOSE…TWO:  Though the start of the 
season has been up and down for Real Salt Lake, they have 
yet to lose back to back games this season … It has been 
nine games since they last lost consecutive games, marking 
the second longest streak in team history … The current 
RSL record is 23 games with losing twice in a row (6/24/06 
v. NE through 4/30/07 @ COL) …  
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GOAL GUARANTEED?:  Real Salt Lake’s 2-0 loss at 
Colorado last Thursday marked a rare occasion this 
season – being shut out … After enduring 12 goalless 
games a year ago, RSL has been held without a tally just 
twice so far in 2008, and the chance for a goal looks good 
on Saturday at Dallas, as RSL has now gone 19 games 
without being shutout in back-to-back contests (dating 
back to 8/18/07 v. CHI & 8/26 @ CHV), marking the club’s 
second-longest such run (34 games from 6/22/05 through 
6/28/06) … During the 34-game streak RSL only earned 
22 points, going 5-22-7, however, through the current 
streak the team has already earned 23 points, going 6-8-5 
…  
 
NOW THAT’S USING YOUR HEAD: It appears that 
“Dr. Goals” might have a partner to go into business with, 
as MF Javier Morales has delivered passes to FW Kenny 
Deuchar for both his goals on the season, with the 6’4” 
target man nodding home both times … Morales’s spot-on 
free kick at Chivas USA on April 5 allowed Deuchar the 
perfect opportunity to convert his first career MLS goal at 
The Home Depot Center, while last weekend it was the 
Goats’ fellow tenant, the LA Galaxy, on the other end of 
the Morales-Deuchar link, this time the Argentine’s picture-
perfect pass to the corner of the six for the towering 
Scotsman coming from the run of play …  
 
WILLIAMS LEADS THE WAY: No matter what the 
statistical category in RSL’s record book, it’s almost a sure 
bet that MF Andy Williams is the squad’s active leader 
(bolded indicated also career leader)… Now entering his 
fourth season with the squad, “Bomma” is the team’s 
active leader in games played (87), starts (62), minutes 
(5,728), goals (8), assists (13), shots (115), shots on goal 
(44), fouls committed (112), fouls suffered (168), corner 
kicks (141), and, oddly enough, ejections (2) …  
 
“BOMMA” ON THE CHARTS:  RSL MF Andy 
Williams provided the game-winning assist in the 73rd 
minute of the 2-1 win over Dallas on May 10, and his five 
corner kick effort at Colorado last Thursday moved 
“Bomma” up one spot on the League’s all-time list in the 
category:

AND THEN THERE WERE THREE:  All the roster 
moves in the last year have left just three players from RSL’s 
Inaugural Season of 2005 on the club’s 2008 roster – DF Nik 
Besagno, MF Kenny Cutler, and MF Andy Williams … 
RSL saw the last of its “Class of 2006” depart on Friday, 
when MF Carey Talley was traded to Chivas USA, leaving 
Besagno, Cutler, & Williams as the only three players to suit 
up for the club prior to the 2007 campaign …  
  
BECKERMAN BRACES FOR MORE: After going 165 
MLS games without recording a multiple-goal effort, RSL MF 
Kyle Beckerman is getting used to the once elusive “brace” 
… After getting his first career two-goal match against D.C. 
United on April 12, it took only three more games for 
Beckerman to repeat the feat after scoring the first two RSL 
goals in a 4-0 win over the San Jose Earthquakes in a U.S. 
Open Cup “Play-In” contest April 30 at Rice-Eccles Stadium 
(although the effort will not count towards the team’s official 
regular season stats) … Beckerman’s brace against D.C. 
marked the 10th two-goal performance in team history and 
broke RSL’s span of 20 games without a multi-goal scorer – 
the last occasion also coming against United when FW 
Robbie Findley struck twice to give RSL a 2-1 win in his 
debut for the squad on June 23, 2007 … 
 
20/28 VISION: Real Salt Lake’s roster overhaul since the 
beginning of last season has been impossible to miss, but 
even the final results are a bit surprising, as 20 of the 28 
players on the 2008 opening day roster were not members 
of the squad at the beginning of the 2007 campaign …  
 
DEBUT DOZEN: Twelve of those 20 players were 
acquired in this past offseason, with five coming to the squad 
via signings or loans from other clubs, six via the MLS 
SuperDraft or Supplemental Draft, and one by trade: 
D/M Tony Beltran MLS SuperDraft (3rd overall/1st Rd.) 
DF Nat Borchers lottery signing from Odd Grenland (NOR) 
MF Matias Cordoba Signing from Club Atletico Tigre (ARG) 
FW Kenny Deuchar Signing from Gretna (SCO) 
DF David Horst MLS SuperDraft (14th overall/1st Rd.) 
DF Ian Joy Signing from FC St. Pauli (GER) 
MF Dema Kovalenko Trade w/ New York Red Bulls 
MF Alex Nimo MLS SuperDraft (17th overall/2nd Rd.) 
FW Tino Nunez MLS Supp. Draft (17th overall/2nd Rd.) 
DF Jamison Olave Loan from Deportivo Cali (COL) 
MF Kevin Reiman MLS Supp. Draft (31st overall/3rd Rd.) 
MF Brennan Tennelle MLS SuperDraft (37th overall/3rd Rd.) 

In addition, eight more players on RSL’s squad were 
acquired during last season’s overhaul: MF Kyle 
Beckerman, FW Fabian Espíndola, FW Robbie Findley, 
MF Javier Morales, M/D Nathan Sturgis, FW Yura 
Movsisyan, DF Chris Wingert, and DF Matias Mantilla …  
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WELCOME TO THE WASATCH, PART … Four RSL 
players made their debut on March 29 vs. Chicago, as 
MLS veterans Dema Kovalenko (21 minutes, 1 shot (on 
goal), 1 foul committed/1 suffered) and Nat Borchers (90 
minutes, 1 foul committed, dominating presence in the 
box) were RSL debutants … Salt Lake’s Scottish 
connection appeared in MLS games for the first time, as 
Ian Joy (90 minutes, 1 foul committed, 1 yellow card) and 
Kenny “Dr. Goals” Deuchar (17 minutes, 1 foul 
committed/1 suffered) also donned the Claret Red, Cobalt 
Blue and Real Gold for the first time … RSL’s April 5 
match at Chivas USA saw Deuchar and Kovalenko with 
additional firsts with their new club, the duo both making 
their first appearance in the team’s starting XI and 
Deuchar scoring with a 57th minute header … D/M Tony 
Beltran had to wait two more weeks to make his MLS 
debut on April 12 v. DC, while Argentine MF Matias 
Cordoba became the latest RSL player to officially put his 
name in the club’s all-time ledger with his late substitute 
appearance last Saturday against the LA Galaxy …  
 
PLENTY TO REPLACE: Real Salt Lake’s roster 
additions will have plenty of chances to make their 
collective mark, as the team saw nearly half of its goals 
and assists and nearly 60% of its minutes fail to return to 
the ’08 roster … Players that are on this season’s edition 
of RSL accounted for 52% last season’s goals (16 of 31), 
55% of last season’s assists (11 of 20), and 42% of 
minutes played … 6 of the 8 goals put into goal by RSL 
this season have come from returning players 
(Beckerman-2, Espíndola-2, Findley-1, Talley-1), with 
Kenny Deuchar (2) becoming the first newcomer to score 
his first goal in an RSL uniform …4 of the squad’s 9 
assists have been registered by newcomers (Kovalenko-2, 
Borchers-1, Beltran-1), with Morales (4) and Findley (1) 
also contributing …  
 
INTERNATIONALLY KNOWN:  There seemed to be 
a method to the RSL Technical Staff’s madness in forming 
this year’s roster, as each of the club’s six non-draftee 
additions have club experience away from the United 
States … RSL was able to lure Americans defender Nat 
Borchers back to MLS from the Norwegian Tippeligaen, 
while American-born and Scottish-bred DF Ian Joy 
decided to leave the German 2nd Bundesliga to return to 
the land of his birth … RSL certainly didn’t forget about 
talent rich South America, as the club brought in Argentine 
MF Matias Cordoba and Colombian DF Jamison Olave, 
while another Scottish link was brought into the side with 
the signing of FW Kenny Deuchar … MF Dema 
Kovalenko is a 10-year MLS veteran, but he has also 
spent time overseas during brief stints in his native 
Ukraine and Germany … And this list doesn’t include the 
Argentine trio of FW Fabian Espíndola, DF Matias 
Mantilla and MF Javier Morales that were added to the 
squad last August …  
 

 
THE NOT-AS-YOUNG BUT STILL RESTLESS: One 
thing is for sure – the 2008 edition of Real Salt Lake will not 
be as green behind the ears as last year’s side … After 
bringing in a ton of young talent in-season during the ’07 
campaign – including Robbie Findley, Nathan Sturgis, 
Fabian Espíndola, and Yura Movsisyan, just to name a 
few – the RSL Technical Staff chose to fill in the roster with 
more proven commodities this past offseason with the 
additions of Nat Borchers (26), Kenny Deuchar (27), Ian 
Joy (26), Dema Kovalenko (30) and Jamison Olave (26) 
… Even with these additions, Real Salt Lake entered the 
season as the second youngest team in MLS, with an 
average opening-day age of 24 years and 227 days (FC 
Dallas was youngest at 23y, 357d) … The elder statesman 
of this year’s team is now 30-year-old Dema Kovalenko, 
while 17-year-old Alex Nimo replaces Nik Besagno (20) as 
the youngest member of the squad …  
 
RSL TRIO HELPS USA BECOME BEIJING BOUND:  
A trio of RSL youngsters – FW Robbie Findley, GK Chris 
Seitz, and M/D Nathan Sturgis – recently returned to Salt 
Lake City after helping the U.S. Under-23 Men’s National 
Team qualify for the 2008 Summer Olympic Games during 
the CONCACAF region’s qualifying tournament over the last 
two weeks … Findley saw time in all five of the USA’s 
contests in the competition, including three starting nods, 
while Seitz allowed just one goal in during his three starts 
and Nathan Sturgis featured at both center and left back 
during his four appearances (all starts) … The trio hopes that 
steady play for RSL over the course of the first half of the 
MLS season will pay off with a spot on the US roster that 
heads to Beijing for the Games, which begin August 8th …  
 
OVERHAUL NOT JUST FOR ROSTER:  The only 
turnover more complete than RSL’s roster has been to its 
Technical Staff, as three of the team’s four coaches and it’s 
General Manager are all starting their first full season with 
RSL … Head Coach Jason Kreis now has a full preseason 
under his belt with the squad and is looking to improve on 
the 6-13-7 record he compiled in 2007 after retiring on May 
3rd to take over the coaching reigns from John Ellinger … 
Two of Kreis’ assistants – Jeff Cassar and Robin Fraser – 
joined RSL midway through last season, with Brian 
Johnson remaining the only holdover from the previous 
coaching regime … GM Garth Lagerwey is also beginning 
his first full campaign with the side, this after joining the 
squad last September … The RSL braintrust has the 
distinction of being the only Technical Staff in MLS that all 
have playing experience in the League, with all but Johnson 
entering the League during its Inaugural Season in 1996 
(Johnson entered one season later in 1997) …
