Onstad among elite company

Dynamo goalkeeper Pat Onstad joined an elite club of MLS goalkeepers on May 17, making four saves
in the win over Chicago to run his career total to 500 saves, the ninth goalkeeper in league history to do
s0. Onstad added four saves on Thursday against San Jose to reach 505 career saves, tied with Mark
Dougherty for eighth in league history.

The Canadian international, now 40 years old, has the best career goals against average in MLS history
with a mark of 1.07. Onstad led the league last year by allowing 0.82 goals per 90 minutes and finished
second with 11 shutouts.

Captain consistent carries on

Left back Wade Barrett, the team’s captain since its inception, reached an MLS milestone May 10
against Colorado by appearing in his 210th career MLS game. Earlier this year, on April 12, Barrett
made his 200th career MLS start against Kansas City.

Barrett has been a remarkable fixture in the Dynamo lineup over the last two years. Of the team’s

95 games in competitive competitions (MLS, playoffs, Open Cup, Champions’ Cup, SuperLiga), Barrett
has started 93. He missed one game in 2006 due to yellow card accumulation and the Open Cup contest
in 2007, in which most starters were rested.

Barrett has played at least 2,500 minutes in his last four MLS seasons (2002, 2005-07).

Scoring first would help

In 62 games in Major League Soccer this season, the team scoring first is 45-5-8, with four games
ending in scoreless ties. Responsible for two of those 0-0 draws, the Dynamo are 2-0-2 when scoring
first.

Dynamo players go international

As two-time defending MLS Cup champions, Dynamo players are understandably in demand for their
national teams. Midfielder Corey Ashe recently returned to the team after playing in all three games on
the United States U-23 national team’s trip to the prestigious Toulon International Tournament in
France. Midfielder Ricardo Clark will miss the Dallas game while playing for the United States senior
national team against England. Midfielder Dwayne De Rosario will miss Saturday’s game to play for
Canada against Brazil in a friendly. And the absences will likely continue in June as CONCACAF
World Cup qualifying continues.

Dynamo Reserves remain unbeaten

Chris Wondolowski scored two goals and Kyle Brown notched a goal and an assist as the Dynamo
Reserves improved to 3-0-1 with a 3-1 victory over San Jose on May 23. Brown is now tied for the MLS
Reserve Division lead with three goals and two assists on the season in just three games, while
Wondolowski is one of just five players with three goals. Goalkeeper Tony Caig made several saves in
the first half to keep the score 1-1. The reserve game scheduled for Thursday against FC Dallas has been
cancelled, so Houston will resume Reserve Division play June 22 at Colorado.

Dynamo-Toronto game moved to June 8
The Dynamo will host Toronto FC on June 8 at 7:30 p.m. at Robertson Stadium, a change from the
original June 7 date necessitated by a scheduling conflict with the University of Houston.
