Two old rivals meet once again as the battle for the Atlantic Cup starts anew when D.C. United plays host to the
New York Red Bulls. After a four-game losing skid, United have started to turn the corner, with two victories and a
draw in their last three games. The Red Bulls rebounded last week with a victory against Chivas USA that
answered back-to-back losses following a five-game unbeaten run. The Atlantic Cup is awarded to the winner of
the season series between the clubs; United have claimed it now four consecutive years.

e D.C. United won the season series last year, winning both meetings at RFK Stadium as the Red Bulls took the
lone encounter at the Meadowlands.
¢ United has won the Atlantic Cup in five of the six years it has been contested for. United won in the first year of
2002, the MetroStars claiming the trophy the next season, then United reclaimed it in 2004 before becoming
the first team to defend the honor. United won it for a fourth consecutive season last year. Goal difference is
the first tie-breaker, followed by away goals; if still tied, United (as holders) will retain the cup.
e United is unbeaten at home against New York in league play over the past two seasons, winning three with one
draw. New York’s last win in Washington came Oct. 8, 2005, a 2-1 triumph. As well, over that span, United has
won one game in the MLS Cup Playoffs and one in the U.S. Open Cup (both in 2006).
e The Red Bulls’ win at Giants Stadium last season was their first against United in seven league matches. After
a 3-2 MetroStars win on April 17, 2004, United won three of the next six meetings in East Rutherford, with three
draws. In addition, over that spell, United won a pair of games in the MLS Cup Playoffs, in 2004 and 2006.

D.C. UNITED

D.C. United, which began the week at the foot of the East, saw two players sent off yet still came back for a surprising
2-1 victory against the Chicago Fire last Saturday at Toyota Park. United moved into sixth place in the Eastern
Conference with 13 points from 10 matches, one ahead of the Kansas City Wizards, two behind the New York Red
Bulls.

The Fire came into the match having allowed just six goals on the entire season and off a resounding 5-1 win at
New York, while D.C. United were trying to turn their season around with a win and a draw following a four-
game losing skid.

The Fire took the lead, somewhat against the run of play, in the 27th minute. Cuauhtemoc Blanco intercepted a
back pass and sent Chad Barrett racing in alone on goal. The young striker held off a late challenge and poked
the ball past United goalkeeper Zach Wells for his fifth goal on the campaign and third in the last two games.
Both teams saw a man sent off in the 55th minute when Chicago's Brandon Prideaux and United's Marcelo
Gallardo tangled behind the play. But United pulled level eight minutes later as Luciano Emilio cut inside his
defender on the right and sent a low shot goalward that Fire 'keeper Jon Busch blocked, but Jaime Moreno slid
in to tap home the rebound.

United went down a man in the 89th minute when Bryan Namoff received the second of his two yellow cards in
a four-minute span, both for fouls on Blanco. But it was D.C. that responded, as Emilio was set free down the
left flank, raced into the area and lashed a shot past Busch inside the near post for his third goal of the year
and second in as many games.

United head coach Tom Soehn made one change to the team that played to a 2-2 draw with the New England
Revolution the previous Thursday. Gonzalo Peralta came back into central defense, in place of Domenic
Mediate.

“l thought we had the better of them. Obviously we changed when the cards came, but | give the guys a lot of
credit -- they fought even when we were down a man,” Soehn said. “It is a great victory for us and we want to
keep building on what we have. The team is getting better, and everyone is taking on their roles a little more.”

TEAM NEWS

For United, it was their first victory on the road — in any competition — since Sept. 1, 2007, a 4-0 victory at FC
Dallas. That span covered 13 games in all in league, MLS Cup playoffs and international competitions.

"It shows we have a lot of heart and character,” said Jaime Moreno. "We are happy with the three points, but
we know there is a lot of play out there. The hardest thing is to maintain the same level. That is what we are
going to work at, having the same attitude.”

It was also important as United now face an extended stretch of games at RFK Stadium. Their next four league
matches will all be on East Capitol Street; as well, they will have three home matches in the SuperLiga
competition. Their next away league match is Aug. 10, at New York.

United have two victories and a draw in their last two matches, and the modest unbeaten streak coincides with
Emilio’s turn of form. After scoring in the second game of the season, then going seven games without a goal,
the 2007 MLS Golden Boot winner has scored in each of his last three games, including the winner against
Chicago.

"l said all along with Luci, you don't want to be the first one he scores on, because he is going to start putting
them in regularly,” Soehn said.

The Fire had allowed just six goals on the season before the match, including a shutout of United at RFK
Stadium. As well, after going the entire season without a red card, United had received two in the second half
in Bridgeview.

"l wouldn't want him running at me," Soehn said of Emilio. "I know he had two defenders on him, but you could
see what his intentions were: He was going to get a shot off, and a good shot it was." Said Emilio: "They left a
lot of space for us, and | thought | could go through and shoot. | had the confidence to do it."

NEW YORK RED BULLS

The New York Red Bulls put an end to their three-match winless run, defeating Chivas USA by the game’s only goal on
MLS Primetime Thursday at Giants Stadium. The Red Bulls remain in fifth place in the Eastern Conference with 15
points from 10 matches, two behind Toronto FC and two ahead of D.C. United.

LAST MATCH

The big prematch buzz concerned the transfer of striker Jozy Altidore to Villarreal CF of Spain's La Liga. The
Red Bulls were coming off back-to-back losses, to Chicago and Houston, while Chivas USA had put together
three wins in a row after a five-game winless run.

Both teams had really canceled each other out until the 75th minute. Dane Richards, whose pace down the
right flank was one of the Red Bulls’ lone effective threats going forward, found space on the right side of the
box and sent an effective cross just inside the penalty spot and Juan Pablo Angel was unmarked as he headed
home his second goal on the season.

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Red Bulls head coach Juan Carlos Osorio made two changes to the team that lost 1-0 to the Houston Dynamo
the previous weekend. Dave van den Bergh came back into central midfield, for Luke Sassano, and Mike
Magee returned to the team in place of John Wolyniec.

“I'm pleased with the result, but | believe we still need to improve. In general, | think we got what we deserved,”
Osorio said. “We limited a very good team to only a few chances, so | have to be pleased we put a team on the
field that could have done better. This is something we just have to build on.”

TEAM NEWS

After the goal, Angel was in so much pain he couldn’t even celebrate properly. He finished the match limping
around the field, yet still played the entire 90 minutes.

“I normally try and jump with my left leg, but that is the one that is hurt right now,” Angel said. “So | tried to
avoid the jump.”

Said rookie midfielder Luke Sassano: “I've been in the training room this week nursing my toe and he’s in there
before everybody’s there, two hours before training, just to get out there and play for us. He doesn’t have to be
out there in training. We know he’s going through a lot of pain, but when he steps on the field we know we’re a
better team with him.”

However, Angel did injure his hamstring late in the match which leaves some question as to his availability for
the United match.

“l was very sore in my back and in my hamstring as the game went on and I think it was 10 minutes before the
end of the game, | went to trap the ball down and | felt it go very tight,” Angel said. “I don’t think | pulled it but
it's very short right now. | hope it's nothing serious but I'm not really happy with how things are going this year.”
There are other possible injury concerns for Osorio. Jeff Parke injured his ankle in the first half, but lasted
through the full match. Dane Richards was not as fortunate, needing to be taken off in stoppage time after he
rolled an ankle. Richards again impressed his coach with his flank play, especially leading to the goal.

“I have to be honest, | just told him to go out there and express himself and play without any restrictions. | think
he found the game himself, which is what we said at halftime to everyone, find the game yourself,” Osorio said.
For the Red Bulls, it was their first clean sheet in six games, and came not longer after conceding five goals at
home to the Chicago Fire.

“I thought the defense has been playing great except for the slip-up during the Chicago game but in general,
we've been good. We limited chances and played good defensive techniques, remembering what the coaches
tell us when we go out and play. I think it's been great,” said goalkeeper Jon Conway.

MODEST STREAK

Following the 2-1 win over Chicago on 6/7, United has
extended its first undefeated streak of 2008 to three
games. The modest streak seems to be a step in the
right direction for the Black-and-Red who topped Toronto
3-2 on 5/24, played to a draw in New England on 5/29 and
stole three points in Chicago.

EMILIO EXTENDS STREAK

With a (game-winning) goal in D.C.’s 2-1 win over
Chicago on 6/7, Luciano Emilio has now scored in three
straight games. The streak is the longest current streak
and the second longest of 2008, second only to Landon
Donovan'’s four-game streak earlier this season.

SHORT-HANDED VS. NYRB

United will be without two key players on Saturday
versus New York, as Marcelo Gallardo and Bryan Namoff
were each given red cards in the team's 2-1 win over Chi-
cago on 6/7.

LEADING MAN

With a goal in United’s 2-1 win over Chicago on 6/7,
Jaime Moreno now sits in third place in the League's
goals-scored table. Landon Donovan leads the way with
nine, Kenny Cooper has six and several players have five,
including #99.

GOAL KING MORENO

Moreno's goal in D.C.'s 2-1 victory over Chicago on 6/7
was his 117th, most in MLS regular season history. Unit-
ed's longest tenured player now sits eight goals ahead of
Chivas USA's Ante Razov. His 36 penalty kick goals are
most all-time, well ahead of Preki's 23.

MORENO0'S ASSISTANCE

With two assists in United’s 4-1 win over Salt Lake on
4/26, Jaime Moreno increased his all-time assist total to
92, leapfrogging Cobi Jones and into fifth place all-time.
With another assist against Chicago on 6/7, he now sits
seven assists behind another United legend - Marco
Etcheverry.

DYNAMO DELAY

United’s scheduled game on Wednesdsay, 6/4 with

the Houston Dynamo was postponed due to inclement
weather and unplayable field conditions. The two teams
fought through puddles for 16 minutes, but the game
was delayed and finally postponed. A make-up date has
not yet been scheduled, though the game will be played
in its entirety.

EVERY MINUTE

After 12 games only a single United players has played
every minute of the season - Clyde Simms. Prior to last
Saturday’s game with Chicago, Bryan Namoff had also
played every minute, but he received a red card late in
the game. Simms is one of only even players in MLS who
have played 1080 minutes thus far in ‘08.

RESERVES WIN SHOOT-0UT

The United Reserves won a thriller in Chicago on 6/8,
earning a 5-4 victory that saw the team come from 3-0
down to win. Franco Niell, Ryan Cordeiro, Rod Dyachen-
ko, Marc Burch and Quavas Kirk all tallied for D.C. who
are now 2-2-1. They next play in Columbus on June 25.

DOE CALLED-UP

United forward Francis Doe was called-up by his native
Liberia to participate in World Cup qualifiers. He departed
D.C. on Sunday, May 25 and will return on Saturday, June
21. In the team’s first game against Gambia, Doe played
the final 29 minutes of the 1-1 draw. Liberia will also play
Algeria on June 6 and twice against Senegal - June 15
and June 20.

JEFF CURTIN RETIRES

United announced last week that defender Jeff Curtin
has retired from professional soccer. The 24-yeara old is
leaving the game due to persistent groin injuries. Curtin
signed a developmental contract with United on 4/17
after his rights were acquired via the 2008 MLS Waiver
Draft. He played in a single reserve game for United after
two seasons with the Chicago Fire.

DAS AUTO!

On 5/6, United and Volkswagen announced its five-year
partnership, which includes the VW logo on the front of
the team’s jerseys.

Last year, United advanced past CD
Olimpia 7-3 on aggregate before falling in the semifinal
round to CD Guadalajara 3-2 on aggregate.

MAGNIFICENT MCTAVISH

D.C. United's Devon McTavish went on a tear in the

first round of the CONCACAF Champions’ Cup versus
Harbour View, tallying three goals in two games. His first
came in the team'’s 1-1 draw on 3/12 in Jamaica — his first
career first team goal — before adding two more in the

RED BULLS TAKE ON D.C UNITED: The New York Red Bulls (4-3-3, 15
pts.) travel down 1-95 to take on their Atlantic Cup rival, D.C. United (4-
7-1, 13 pts.) at RFK Stadium on Saturday night (TV: MSG Plus, HDNet;
Radio: WQBLU) in the first of three meetings between the two sides.

The 2007 MLS Supporters Shield winner had gotten off to a rough start
in 2008. After competing in the CONCACAF Champions Cup, D.C.
United was slow out of the gates, losing four straight games in the
month of May. However, United has started to come out of their funk,
going 2-0-1 in their last three, including a dramatic 2-1 win over the
Chicago Fire at Toyota Park last Saturday. Fire forward Chad Barrett put
the hosts ahead in the 27" minute. However, Jaime Moreno knocked in
a rebound 18 minutes after the break to tie the score. Then, in second
half stoppage time, a Luciano Emilio goal sealed the game, giving D.C.
their first road win in 2008.

United did not come out of Chicago unscathed in a match that saw 10
cards being given between the two teams. United Designated Player
Marcelo Gallardo and defender Bryan Namoff both earned red cards in
the Fire match, meaning they will be suspended for the Red Bulls game
this Saturday.

Moreno leads United in goals (5) and assists (4) while Emilio, the 2007
MLS Most Valuable Player, has found the back of the net four times this
season. The Red Bulls and United will also face off on Aug. 10 at Giants
Stadium and Aug. 30 at RFK Stadium.

SOME QUICK RED BULLS-D.C. UNITED FACTS: The New York-D.C. rivalry
dates back to the inaugural MLS season. The Red Bulls are 16-26-5 all-
time against their Eastern Conference rival — a team that they have
faced more times than any other team in MLS. New York is 7-15-2
against D.C. on the road. Here are some other quick facts:

- Jaime Moreno has recorded a remarkable 22 goals and 16
assists in 35 games against New York. Giovanni Savarese is
New York’s alltime lead in goals with 6.

- Though Tim Howard holds the club record for wins with six,
former New York goalkeeper Tony Meola had recorded 98
saves in 18 games.

- Last season, the Red Bulls went 1-2-0 against D.C. United. On
June 10, a Ben Olsen hat trick at RFK Stadium gave United a
4-2 win. The Red Bulls earned revenge on July 22 with a 1-0
win after a John Wolyniec goal. D.C. retained the Aflantic
Cup with a 3-1 win over New York at RFK Stadium on Aug.
22.

- The last New York win at RFK Stadium was on Oct. 8, 2005
- a 2-1 decision. Midfielder Seth Stammler assisted on the
game-winner in that match.

- There are four former New York players on D.C. United.
Moreno played for New York in 2003, scoring two goals in
11 appearances. Midfielder Santino Quaranta was acquired
by the Red Bulls on June 30, 2006, making three
appearances. Quaranta was waived by New York on Jan. 3,
2008. Forward Francis Doe also played for New York last
year, signing a youth international contract on Aug. 25. In
2007, Doe scored two goals and had an assist. The Red Bulls
waived Doe earlier this season and he was signed by United
on April 22. Goalkeeper Zach Wells was drafted by New
York in the third round (21° overall) in the 2004 MLS

SuperDraft out of UCLA. Over two years, Wells started in a
combined 19 games, earning a 7-5-7 record and recording
four shutouts.

- Forward Ricky Schramm is the only former United player
currently on the Red Bulls. Schramm was drafted by D.C. last
year in the third round (37" overall) of the MLS SuperDraft,
but was waived in preseason. Red Bulls Sporting Director Jeff
Agoos and assistant coach Richie Williams won three MLS
Cups as players on D.C. in 1996, 1997 and 1999.

RED BULLS RIDE ANGEL'S WINGS TO WIN: Forward Juan Pablo Angel
scored his second goal of the season in the 75 minute, giving the New
York Red Bulls a 1-0 win over Chivas USA at Giants Stadium last
Thursday night. Angel put the Red Bulls ahead for good when he was
left open and nodded a header off a Dane Richards cross past
goalkeeper Brad Guzan. The goal was Angel's second game-winner of
the season. Chris Leitch was also given an assist on the goal.

Goalkeeper Jon Conway make four saves and earned his third shutout
for the Red Bulls, who improved to 4-3-3 (15 pts.) on the season. The
Red Bulls snapped a two-game losing streak with the win.

The assist is Leitch’s first since Aug. 19, 2006, when he was a member
of the Columbus Crew. Ironically, his assist came against the Red Bulls
in a 1-0 Crew win.

RED BULLS, MLS AGREE WITH VILLARREAL FOR JOZY: The Red Bulls
announced on Wednesday, June 4 that MLS and Spanish La Liga
runner-up Villarreal have agreed in principle to a transfer fee with Red
Bulls forward Jozy Altidore. Altidore must agree to personal contract
terms and undergo a physical with Villarreal before the deal can be
completed.

Over his MLS career, Altidore has scored 15 goals and five assists in
37 appearances for New York. Altidore broke onto the MLS scene back
in 2006 affer being selected in the second round (17 overall) of the
2006 MLS SuperDraft. The Boca Raton, FL, native scored three goals in
seven games during the team’s playoff run, helping the Red Bulls qualify
for the MLS Cup playoffs. Weeks later, Altidore became the youngest
player ever to score in the playoffs at 16 years, 357 days.

Despite missing time due to U.S. Under-20 World Cup duties, Altidore
had a breakthrough season in 2007, scoring nine goals and four assists
in 22 games played. His nine goals placed him second on the Red Bulls
and eighth in Major League Soccer. In the Red Bulls" 2008 campaign,
Altidore played in eight matches, scoring three goals.

Altidore is coming off his first start and third cap for the full U.S. Men's
National Team, where he played the entire match and scored his first
infernational goal on Feb. 6 in a 2-2 draw against Mexico at a sold out
Reliant Stadium in Houston, Texas. Altidore has featured for the U.S.
MNT twice over the past offseason, earning his first cap in a 1-O victory
against South Africa on Nov. 17 and coming on as a halftime substitute
in a 2-0 win over Sweden on Jan. 19. He also participated in the U.S.
Under-23's CONCACAF Olympic Qualifying Tournament in March,
helping the Americans qualify for the 2008 Olympic Games in Beijing
in August.
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HE'S BACK: Though the Red Bulls have lost their last three meetings
against D.C. at RFK Stadium, Red Bulls head coach Juan Carlos Osorio
has success against United. During the regular season, Osorio guided
the Chicago Fire to a 0-0-2 record, including a 0-0 draw on Oct. 13 at
RFK Stadium.

Chicago then took on firstseeded D.C. in the Eastern Conference
Semifinals. After winning the home leg, 1-0, the Osorio-led Fire tied
United at RFK Stadium 2-2, advancing through to the Eastern
Conference final 3-2 on aggregate.

RED BULLS TO TAKE ON CHIVAS GUADALAJARA: Red Bull New York and
Soccer United Marketing (SUM) announced that the New York Red Bulls
will face Mexico’s most popular side, Club Deportivo de Guadalajara,
known as Chivas, in a friendly on Wednesday, June 25. The game will
be played at the University of Phoenix Stadium, located in Glendale,
AZ. Game time is slated for 8:00 PM local time. The match in Phoenix
will be operated and promoted by Rezin Sports Marketing.

Mexico’s most successful club of all time with 11 Mexican league titles,
Chivas recently wrapped up a successful 2008 Torneo Clausura in
which the Guadalajara club finished first in the standings, with a 926
regular season record, before falling to semifinalists Monterrey in the
first round of the playoffs in mid May. The most popular club in Mexico,
which fields only Mexican players, is home fo some of Mexico's
national team stars such as Ramén Morales, Alberto Medina, Johnny
Magallén and Luis Ernesto Michel. The club will begin preparing for the

Then, last
Saturday in New York’s 1-O loss at Houston, van den Bergh missed the
trip as his wife, Alexie, was expecting the couple’s second child.

Max Daniel van den Bergh was born on June 3, 2008 at 1:18 AM,
weighing 8 Ibs., 10 oz. The couple also has a son named Ryan.

PACK YOUR BAGS: This Saturday’s match kicks off a span in which the
Red Bulls play six of their next seven games on the road, including an
exhibition match in Phoenix against Chivas Guadalajara. The Red Bulls
are 1-2-1 away from Giants Stadium this season and 3-1-2 at home.
