Dallas faces the Chicago Fire on June 15 at Pizza Hut Park (2 p.m. 
CT live on TeleFutura). FCD is 15-10-2 all-time against the Fire, and 
10-2-1 at home, outscoring Chicago 32-18 in Dallas. Additionally, 
Dallas is 7-2-1 over the last ten meetings between the clubs, and is 
unbeaten in ten straight home games against Chicago.

DAVINO vs. BLANCO 
This will mark the first time FCD defender Duilio Davino and Chicago 
midfielder Cuauhtehmoc Blanco will face each other in MLS play. 
Davino and Blanco spent ten years together (1998-2007) as 
teammates at Club America in Mexico. They also appeared together 
numerous times with the Mexican National Team, including at the 
1996 Olympics, 1996 CONCACAF Gold Cup and in the 1998 World 
Cup. 
 
ANOTHER BLANCO CONNECTION 
FCD midfielder Pablo Ricchetti was teammates with Blanco at 
Spanish side Real Valladolid from 2000-2002.  
 
THE LAST TIME 
On Thursday, September 20, 2007, Chris Rolfe put Chicago up with a 
long-range blast past Dario Sala in the 56th minute, but FCD’s Carlos 
Ruiz tallied three minutes into stoppage time to even the score and 
send the Fire back to Chicago without a win in 10 straight matches in 
Dallas. 
 
CHICAGO NOTABLES 

• Kenny Cooper scored his first career MLS goal, in his first 
MLS game, against Chicago at PHP on 4/1/06. The header in 
the 70th minute (just six minutes after Cooper entered the 
game) was the deciding goal in FCD’s 3-2 season-opening 
win. 

• Dario Sala was in the net on 4/1/06, earning his first career win 
in MLS (second start), making five saves.  

• Cooper has scored three goals and registered one assist in 
three games against Chicago. 

• Bobby Rhine made his first League appearance as a rookie 
against the Fire on April 10, 1999, playing out the game’s final 
minute.  

• Rhine has scored five goals and added four assists against the 
Fire in 18 appearances (nine starts).  

 
BRIMSTONE CUP ON THE LINE 
Sunday’s game is the first of two this season to decide the winner of 
the Brimstone Cup, the trophy awarded to the winning team’s 
supporters. After losing the 2001 series, the first year that the trophy 
was awarded, FCD has held the Brimstone Cup for the past six 
seasons. 
 
*Brimstone Cup rules state that the supporters of the season series 
winner are awarded the trophy. In the event of a tie in the season 

series, the Cup will be decided by a U.S. Open Cup or MLS Cup 
Playoff game. If the clubs do not meet in either competition to decide 
the winner, the Cup will stay with the previous winner’s supporters. 
 
HOMECOMNG  
Sunday’s game is the team’s lone home game during the month of 
June. FCD is coming off back to back road losses (6/1 at COL, 6/6 at 
NE) and will again head out for two consecutive road games (6/21 at 
NY, 6/26 at HOU) after Sunday’s contest. Dallas holds a 1-2-2 record 
at home and 1-3-2 record on the road this season.  
 
WELL RESTED 
The team will have had nine days of rest before facing Chicago on 
Sunday, which matches the longest period of rest between games so 
far in 2008 (also nine days between 4/24 vs. NE and 5/3 at SJ).  
 
INJURY REPORT 

• Dario Sala has missed the last two games (6/1 at COL, 6/6 at 
NE) after suffering a right hip injury versus Houston on May 
28, but began the week participating in full training. 

• Dax McCarty on Tuesday participated in full training for the 
first time since undergoing successful sports hernia surgery in 
Germany on Thursday, May 15.  

• Josh Lambo resumed full contact training on Mon. May 12. 
Lambo has not seen action since suffering a broken jaw and 
concussion stemming from a collision with a Chivas player in 
the 5th minute of FCD’s opening Reserve game on March 30.  

• David Wagenfuhr has not played yet this season due to a 
concussion suffered in a 3/22 preseason game.  

 
TIGHT RACE 
FC Dallas is now 3-5-4, 13 points on the season, and remains in fifth 
place of the Western Conference. Despite being in fifth place, FCD is 
only four points behind first place LA and Houston, which both have 
17 points.  
 
NOTES FROM THE 2-1 LOSS at NE 

• FC Dallas’ record is 3-5-4, 13 pts., remaining in fifth place of 
the Western Conference.  

• FCD is now 9-21-1 all-time versus New England and 5-10-0 at 
Gillette Stadium.  

• Arturo Alvarez’s goal in the 91st minute ties his career high of 
three goals (2006, 2007). 

• Oduro registered his first assist of the season, the third of his 
career.  

• Blake Wagner replaced Serioux in the 64th minute. It was 
Wagner’s first appearance in the back line this season after 
making eight starts on the left side of the midfield.  

• Ray Burse started his second consecutive game in goal, 
making six saves.  

• FCD allowed its first penalty kick attempt and goal of the 
season, converted by New England’s Steve Ralston in the 
22nd.   

 
SITTING ON CARDS 
With four yellow cards on the season, Marcelo Saragosa successfully 
avoided receiving his fifth (which equals a one game suspension) at 
NE on 6/6. If Saragosa can play two more consecutive games without 
receiving a caution, one yellow card will be subtracted from his total.

FCD and Chivas faced each other last on 
July 24, 2007 during the first edition of SuperLiga. The match ended 
in a one goal tie at Pizza Hut Park. 
 
AND THEN THERE WERE TWO 
Kenny Cooper and Duilio Davino are the only players to have started 
all twelve games this season. Cooper has played all but 12 minutes 
and Davino has played all but 44 minutes.  
 
COOPER HOLDS SECOND 
Kenny Cooper’s six goals this season are good for second in MLS, 
behind Landon Donovan (9).  
 
FOUR FOR ODURO 
Dominic Oduro scored has scored a career-high four goals this 
season, and has added one assist. 
 
ARTURO GETS HIS THIRD 
Arturo Alvarez notched his third goal of the season last week at NE in 
the 91st minute (tying his career high of ’06 and ’07). It was the 
second tally by an FCD player in second half stoppage time this 
season. Oduro scored the first, the game-winner against Real Salt 
Lake on May 24.  
 
OTHERS LENDING A HAND 
Six FCD players have found the back of the net this season (Cooper-
6, Oduro-4, Alvarez-3, Moor, Thompson, Toja).  
 
SERVICE FROM ROCHA 
Rocha leads the team with five assists and is in a five-way tie for 
second place in MLS behind Donovan and RSL’s Javier Morales, 
who each have six. Here are the other players with five: Beckham 
(LA), Schelotto (CLB), Blanco (CHI), Gomez (COL).  
 
EASTWARD BOUND 
Dallas heads into its second of three consecutive games versus 
Eastern Conference teams. Dallas is 1-2-0 against the East this 
season (2-0 W vs. NY 4/12, 1-0 L vs. NE 4/24, 2-1 L at NE 6/6).  
 
MORE JUNIORS IDENTIFIED 
On Wednesday, June 11, the team introduced five additional players 
to the FC Dallas Juniors program, bringing the total number of 
players to 20. The Juniors program consists of two elite youth teams 
that will play in the U-16 and U-18 categories of the U.S. Soccer 
Development Academy league. The Juniors Program was created to 
identify and develop the top 13 to 18-year-old local soccer players 
who will be eligible for promotion to the FC Dallas professional team.

Plate), Jael Barrera (Latino Americano), and Clint Ramos (TFC).  
 
FIRST GOAL IMPORTANT  
Dallas has not lost this season when scoring the first goal of the 
game (2-0-2). On the contrary, the team is 1-5-1 when the opposition 
gets on the board first.  
 
EARLY DEFICITS 
Dallas opponents have struck in the opening 10 minutes in each of 
the last two games, both on the road. On 6/1, Colorado scored 
against Dallas in the 7th minute, and NE went up early on Dallas in 
the 5th on 6/6.  

 
LATE GOALS 
FCD has surrendered three game-tying goals in the final 6 minutes of 
games - two in stoppage time (at HOU on 4/6, vs. HOU on 5/28). In 
the season opener, Chivas USA evened the score at one-a-piece in 
the 84th minute. Last year, FCD gave up seven goals in the final 10 
minutes of play, though none of those goals was a game-winning or 
game-tying goal.  
 
ON DECK – NEW YORK 
FC Dallas heads back out on the road to face the New York Red 
Bulls on Saturday, June 1, in the last of two games between the 
clubs. FCD won the first meeting 2-0 at PHP on April 12. Dallas is 14-
14-2 all-time against NY, 8-7-1 at home, and 5-4-1 over the last ten 
meetings. After FCD won both meetings in 2006, NY claimed two 
victories in 2007, including a 3-0 win at Giants Stadium on April 26, in 
Dallas’ lone trip to the Big Apple last season.
