SEVEN IN A ROW: With the 1-1 draw on Sunday, the Galaxy 
are now unbeaten in their last seven matches, going 1-0-6 in 
that time. This current run is tied for the fourth longest 
unbeaten streak in club history, a mark that was last set in 
2007 when LA went 5-0-2 in September and October of that 
year.  
 
With a win or a draw against FC Dallas on Saturday, the 
Galaxy will have their longest unbeaten streak since a 12-
game streak that ended early in the 2000 season. 
 
ALL TIED UP: Prior to this season, the Galaxy had tied three 
consecutive games on three occasions, once in 2000, then 
again in 2003 and finally in 2004. However, this year, LA has 
already recorded two runs of three consecutive draws. The 
Galaxy now have an MLS-high seven draws this season and 
are more than halfway to their record of 10 draws, which they 
set in 2004 when they tallied an 11-9-10 record. 
 
Additionally, with 21 games left in the season, LA is more than 
halfway to the MLS record of 13 ties, which was set in 2004 by 
the Columbus Crew, and then matched two years later by the 
Houston Dynamo and Chivas USA. All three of those teams 
made the postseason when they recorded 13 draws, with the 
Crew winning that season’s Supporter’s Shield and the 
Dynamo winning the 2006 MLS Cup. 
 
The Galaxy have drawn in Dallas five times, but all of those 
were played before the club moved to Pizza Hut Park in 2005. 
 
LEAVING IT UNTIL LATE: The Galaxy once again showed an 
ability to score late goals on Sunday, as Eddie Lewis tallied in 
the first minute of stoppage time to secure a 1-1 draw with 
Columbus. The Galaxy have now scored 11 goals on the 
season with seven coming in the final 15 minutes of the game, 
including three in stoppage time. Only D.C. United has scored 
as many goals in the final 15 minutes as the Galaxy. 
 
The Galaxy are now 0-1-6 on the season when allowing the 
first goal of the game, with five of the draws being achieved by 
a goal in the final 15 minutes. Last year LA was just 2-13-4 
when allowing the game’s opening goal and saved at least a 
point with a goal in the final 15 minutes just four times. 
 
SLOW AT THE START: While the Galaxy have shown an 
ability to score goals late in games, the club has struggled to 
get on the board early. Alan Gordon’s 35th minute goal in 
Seattle on May 10 is the team’s fastest goal this season and 
LA is the only team not to have scored in the opening 30 
minutes of a game this season. 
 
In 2008, the Galaxy scored 12 of their MLS-best 55 goals in 
the opening 30 minutes of a game, including one in each of the 
games against FC Dallas that they scored in. Chris Klein gave 
LA a 1-0 lead in the 25th minute of the 5-1 Galaxy win at Pizza 
Hut Park on May 18 and Edson Buddle scored in the 22nd 
minute of the season-ending 2-2 draw between the two sides 
at The Home Depot Center. 
 

RICKETTS ON A ROLL: Donovan Ricketts is currently in 
fourth place in MLS with a 0.86 goals against average, 0.11 
goals against behind Pat Onstand in third place. He has 20 
saves in his seven games in goal with the Galaxy, allowing just 
six goals and surrendering more than one goal in a game just 
once. 
 
No Galaxy goalkeeper has finished in the top three in the 
league in goals against average since the 2002 season. Every 
year from 1996-2002 the Galaxy had a goalkeeper in the top 
three in goals against average, with Jorge Campos leading 
MLS with a 1.20 GAA in 1996 and Kevin Hartman leading the 
league with a team record 0.91 GAA in 1999. 
 
The 31-year old Jamaican international has already recorded 
two clean sheets this season, tying the Galaxy’s mark from all 
of last season when LA had two shutouts in 30 games while 
allowing a league-worst 62 goals. 
 
Ricketts is unbeaten in his first seven games with the Galaxy, 
but would need to stay unbeaten through the club’s trip to San 
Jose on June 20 to match the club record for the longest 
unbeaten streak at the start of a career. That was set in 1996 
by Jorge Campos who went 12-0 in his first 12 games with the 
club. 
 
GONZALEZ GOING HOME: Defender Omar Gonzalez will get 
his first chance to play in his hometown as a professional this 
weekend. The Dallas-native last played at Pizza Hut Park in 
December when he, and teammate A.J. DeLaGarza, helped 
the University of Maryland win the NCAA College Cup with a 1-
0 win over North Carolina. 
 
The 20-year old is one of two players, along with Landon 
Donovan, to start in all nine of the club’s games this season 
and he is one of just two rookies in MLS, along with the 
Revolution’s Darius Barnes, to have played ever minute of his 
team’s games this season. 
 
Against the Crew on Sunday, Gonzalez became the first draft 
pick in Galaxy history to start each of his club’s first nine 
games in a season. He is on pace to break Sean Franklin’s 
Galaxy rookie record of 27 games played and 26 games 
started, records that Franklin set in 2008.    
 
JORDAN GETS THE START: For the first time this season, 
Bryan Jordan was in the starting lineup for Sunday’s game 
against the Crew. The second-year forward started the game 
as a forward before moving to the right flank later in the game. 
 
Jordan had appeared in the first seven games of the season as 
a substitute before being left on the bench in the 1-1 draw in 
Seattle on May 10. He is the 20th different player on the Galaxy 
this season to start a game. 
 
ANOTHER NEW LOOK: With Jordan coming into the starting 
lineup against Columbus, the Galaxy have now used nine 
different starting lineups in their nine games this season. Since 
joining the Galaxy in August 2008, Bruce Arena has used the 
same starting lineup in consecutive games just once, starting 
the same 11 players in the 5-2 win vs. D.C. on Sept. 20 and 
the 3-1 loss at Chicago on Sept. 25.

LA GALAXY GAME NOTES – May 23, 2009 
 
DONOVAN TOPS THE SCORING CHARTS: Despite not 
registering a goal or an assist in either of the Galaxy’s last two 
games, Landon Donovan still leads the team with five goals 
and three assists. 
 

Donovan, who is the only Galaxy player with multiple goals and 
assists, is only player in MLS this season to factor in eight or 
more goals for his team, scoring five and adding three assists. 
The Galaxy captain played a role in each of the Galaxy’s first 
eight goals of the season, giving him his third consecutive fast 
start to a season. In 2007, Donovan scored or assisted on 
each of the Galaxy’s first seven goals, while in 2008 he scored 
or assisted on each of the club’s first eight goals. 
 

The 27-year old now has 89 goals during his MLS career, 
leaving him in sixth place in MLS history. Additionally, he has 
57 goals and 43 assists as a member of the Galaxy, meaning 
that he has factored in 100 goals in his five years with the club. 
Only Cobi Jones (70 goals and 91 assists) and Mauricio 
Cienfuegos (35 goals and 80 assists) have factored in more 
goals in Galaxy history. 
 
BUDDLE COMING BACK: After missing last weekend’s 1-1 
draw with Columbus because of a quad injury, Edson Buddle 
will be looking to get back on the field against FC Dallas this 
weekend. 
 

Last year Buddle was injured in the Galaxy’s 2-2 draw at Real 
Salt Lake on May 2 and missed the club’s following game a 
week later before returning to the lineup against FC Dallas, 
scoring three times in a 5-1 win at Pizza Hut Park on May 18. 
 
In 16 career games against FC Dallas, Buddle has scored 10 
goals, including four goals in three games as a member of the 
Galaxy. Buddle’s 10 goals against FCD are the most he has 
against any one club. 
 
TOP 3 FROM 2008: While Buddle finished third in MLS with 15 
goals last season, Landon Donovan and Kenny Cooper 
finished 1-2 in goals scored last season with 20 and 18 goals 
respectively. 
 
If Buddle, Cooper and Donovan all play in Saturday’s game, it 
will be just the second time in MLS history that the top three 
goalscorers from the previous season will be on the field in the 
same game. The only other time that happened was on May 
14, 2005 when Eddie Johnson and Carlos Ruiz of FC Dallas 
and Brian Ching of the San Jose Earthquakes all started a 0-0 
draw at Spartan Stadium. 
 
Ching and Johnson had scored a league-best 12 goals in 
2004, while Ruiz was tied for third in the league with 11 that 
season. 
 
GRIFFIN BACK IN THE SQUAD: Galaxy defender Leonard 
Griffin has been activated from the club’s Disabled List after 
missing the league mandated six games. The former UCLA 
star underwent sports hernia surgery in Germany in late March 
and was placed on the Disabled List prior to the 3-2 loss to 
Colorado on April 4. Griffin began his rehabilitation less than a 
week after his surgery and returned to full training late last 
month. 
 
MARSHALL ON THE SHELF: Rookie defender Yohance 
Marshall will miss at least the next two games after being 
placed on the Disabled List with a sprained MCL in his right 
knee. The 23-year-old former South Florida star suffered the 
injury in training late last month and was placed on the 
Disabled List prior to the Galaxy’s game in Colorado on April 
25. Marshall, who was in the 18-man squad for each of the 
Galaxy’s first four games of the season but did not play in any 
of those games, is not eligible to return to the lineup until May 
30, when LA hosts Kansas City. 

VALENTIN HEADS TO CLEVELAND: Galaxy defender Julian 
Valentin has joined the Cleveland City Stars of the USL-1 on a 
month long loan. The second-year player out of Wake Forest 
made his debut for Cleveland in a 1-0 win in Minnesota, 
playing 90 minutes in central defense alongside former LA 
teammate Troy Roberts, for the City Stars first win of 2009. 
 
USING THEIR DEPTH: Since the start of the 2009 MLS 
season only four players on the current Galaxy roster have not 
appeared in a game, with only Leo Griffin, who missed the first 
two months of the season after undergoing sports hernia 
surgery, not being named in an 18-man game-day squad. 
 
In addition to Griffin, only Julian Valentin, Tristan Bowen and 
Yohnace Marshall have not played in a game this season.  
 
Of the 20 players who have played for the Galaxy this season, 
all have started at least one match. Additionally, Bowen and 
Marshall each started the Galaxy’s U.S. Open Cup Play-In 
Game defeat to Colorado on April 7, meaning that only Griffin 
and Valentin have not played in a competitive game for the 
Galaxy since the start of the 2009 MLS season. 
 
A NUMBER OF NEW FACES: Of the 25 players currently on 
the Galaxy roster, 14 were not on the club’s roster for the 2008 
MLS regular season finale against FC Dallas. Additionally, 
goalkeeper Josh Saunders, who signed with the Galaxy on a 
permanent basis in March, was on the club’s roster at the end 
of 2008, but was on loan from Miami FC of the USL First 
Division. 
 
Of the new faces on the roster, five (Todd Dunivant, Jovan 
Kirovski, Dema Kovalenko, Mike Magee and Stefani 
Miglioranzi) played for other MLS clubs and four (A.J. 
DeLaGarza, Omar Gonzalez, Yohance Marshall and Kyle 
Patterson) were in college last year. Additionally, both 
Saunders and Leonard Griffin played in the USL First Division, 
Tristan Bowen was in the LA Galaxy Youth Academy, Gregg 
Berhalter was playing for TSV 1860 Munich in Germany, 
Donovan Ricketts was playing for Village United in Jamaica 
and Tony Sanneh did not have a club. 
 
GALAXY RETURN TO ROSE BOWL TO FACE 
BARCELONA: Last week the Galaxy announced that the club 
will play an international friendly against Spanish giant FC 
Barcelona, on Saturday, August 1 at 8 p.m. at the Rose Bowl. 
The Champions League finalists will face the Galaxy as part of 
their three-match U.S. tour, which also features a game 
against the Seattle Sounders FC and a yet to be determined 
third team.  
 
This will be the Galaxy’s first game back at the Rose Bowl 
since The Home Depot Center was built in 2003. During the 
club’s seven years playing at the Rose Bowl, the Galaxy 
boasted an impressive 72-27-8 home record. 
 
GALAXY TO HOST CLUB SPORT HEREDIANO ON JUNE 9: 
Earlier this week the Galaxy announced that the club will host 
Club Sport Herediano in a friendly at The Home Depot Center 
on Tuesday, June 9. The Costa Rican finalists are looking to 
win their first Primera Division championship since the 1992-93 
season when they take on Liberia Mia in this week’s two-leg 
final.  
 
The 21-time Costa Rican Primera Division champions and 
current Primera Division finalists are one of the most 
successful clubs in Costa Rican history, producing many of the 
country’s top all-time players, including former MLS stars Andy 
Herron, Mauricio Solis, William Sunsing, Paulo Wanchope, 
Mauricio Wright and many more.
