BULLS LOOK TO RUMBLE THE ‘QUAKES: The New York Red Bulls
continue a threegame road swing on Saturday, when they travel to
California for the second-straight week to take on the San Jose
Earthquakes at Buck Shaw Stadium at 11:00 PM ET (TV: FSC, FSE;
Radio: WADO 1280 AM).

New York was able to earn their second road point of the year last
Saturday, when Juan Pablo Angel's game-tying goal in the 84th minute
gave the Red Bulls a 1-1 tie against Chivas USA at The Home Depot
Center. The Red Bulls are now 4-17-6 (18 pts.) in MLS Regular Season
action. New York is now 2-1-2 in its five matches under interim head
coach Richie Williams, who took the reigns on Aug. 22, after the
resignation of Juan Carlos Osorio.

They take on a San Jose Earthquakes squad that earned three points on
the road for the first time this season with a come-from-behind 2-1 win
over D.C. United at RFK Stadium Sunday. Jaime Moreno put D.C.
United in front in the 26th minute. However, a free kick from Ramon
Sanchez tied the game in the 58th minute, before Earthquakes leading
scorer Ryan Johnson tallied his ninth goal of the season when he
headed in a rebound 17 minutes from full time. San Jose improved to 6-
127 (25 pts.) with the win.

The Red Bulls are 8-13-6 alltime against San Jose in regular season
action and 2-0 versus the Earthquakes in all competitions in 2009. New
York squared off against San Jose in 2009 Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup
action on April 29 and won, 2-1, over the Earthquakes at Buck Shaw
Stadium. Mike Petke and John Wolyniec scored for the visitors while
Pablo Campos tallied for San Jose. New York was able to extend its
regular season unbeaten three to three against San Jose with a 4-1 win
at Giants Stadium on May 8. Red Bulls forward Macoumba Kandiji, who
went on to win the MLS Player of the Week award, had a hand in all
four first half goals, while Jorge Rojas scored twice.

ANGEL LIFTS RED BULLS TO 1-1 TIE: Juan Pablo Angel returned to the
lineup after missing two matches and headed home a Sinisa
Ubiparipovic cross in the 84th minute to lift the Red Bulls to a 1-1 draw
against Chivas USA at The Home Depot Center in Carson, CA. The goal
is Angel's 10th of the season and 46th with the club, giving him the
franchise mark in goals in all competitions, passing Clint Mathis.

Chivas USA midfielder Sasha Kljestan scored the opening goal of the
match in the é4th minute, when he gained control of the ball near
midfield after the Red Bulls lost possession. Kliestan then sprinted
downfield and fired a deflected shot from 25 yards out into the top right
corner over the diving Bouna Coundoul. Kljestan had the chance to win
it in extra time when Chivas was awarded a penalty kick after Red Bulls
defender Andrew Boyens handled the ball in the box. Klejstan stepped
to the spot but fired it wide left and the match ended.

MSG TV CHANGE: One Red Bulls match originally scheduled to be
telecast live on MSG was switched to another channel, as New York's
Oct. 24 clash against Toronto FC at 7:30 PM was moved from MSG to
MSG 2.

JPA BREAKS GOALS RECORD: Red Bulls forward Juan Pablo Angel
surpassed Clint Mathis for the club’s record for goals scored in all
competitions with his 84th minute strike in a 1-1 draw against Chivas
USA on Saturday, Sept. 26. Angel has 46 goals in all competitions, 43

of which were scored in the regular season. He scored his 46th goal in
just his 78th appearance, garnering a strike rate of 0.59 goals per
match. Mathis needed 100 appearances to reach 45 goals. Angel also
eclipsed the team’s regular season goal mark of 41, scoring his 42nd in
just 68 matches (0.60 goals per regular season game).

The All Whites host the second leg at Westpac Stadium in Wellington
on Nov. 14. The winner of the series will qualify for the 2010 FIFA
World Cup in South Africa. Boyens has earned 12 caps for his national
team and competed at the FIFA Confederations Cup in South Africa for
New Zealand last summer.

Most recently, the Brooklyn, NY, native
helped the Red Bulls U20 team win the Super20 National
Championship, as Chirgadze scored twice in the tournament.
Chirgadze also captained the Red Bulls U-17 side that defeated the Inter
Milan U-17 team, 3-1, on Aug. 23, 2008, with the forward providing
two of the three goals. He attended New Utrecht High School in
Brooklyn, NY.

“It has always been my dream to play soccer professionally and | want
to thank the Red Bulls and the coaches at the Academy for their help in
developing me as a player both on and off the field,” Chirgadze said.
“I am excited to get started with the first team.”

In July 2009, the MLS Board of Governors approved an amendment to
the rules governing the signing of youth academy players. MLS clubs
will receive two additional roster slots that may be used to sign
academy players, in accordance with current Home Grown Player rules,
to Generation adidas or Developmental contracts during the 2009
season. These players will not count toward the 24-player roster limit in
2009. Additionally these players may not play in League games during
the 2009 season, but can participate in training, exhibition games and
CONCACAF Champions Lleague games. These additional player
signings will count toward a team'’s roster upon the commencement of
the 2010 season.

BOUNA TIME!: After enduring a rough start to his Red Bulls career,
conceding six goals in two games, goalkeeper Bouna Coundoul earned
the team'’s first shutout since New York’s 2-0 home win over Real Salt
Lake on April 18 with New York’s 1-O win over Columbus on Aug. 30.
Coundoul recorded one save officially, but made a number of key
punches and plays to preserve the clean sheet against an offense that
was tied for the most goals in MLS heading into the weekend.

Coundoul was signed by New York on June 29, 2009, after his rights
were acquired from the Colorado Rapids in exchange for allocation
money. Coundoul started his career with the Rapids in 2005 and
featured in 52 games.

RED BULLS MARK ONE-YEAR OF ARENA CONSTRUCTION: Aug. 19
marked the oneyear anniversary of the day in which the first piece of
structural steel was erected at Red Bull Arena — the Red Bulls’ future
home slated to open in 2010 in Harrison, NJ. The monumental step last
year started the vertical construction stage of the process in building the
arena. On April 14, 2009, the Red Bulls held a “topping off” ceremony
to place the final piece of steel at Red Bull Arena, marking the end of
vertical construction.

Recently, installation of the state-ofthe-art, underground field drainage
and turf heating system for the playing field at Red Bull Arena began
just as the final roof panels protecting the entire 25,000-seat seating
area move closer to being officially completed. Once installed, the
underground system, known as a SubAir System, will enable Red Bull
Arena to fully control the field’s moisture content and enable growth and
temperature management for what will be a natural Kentucky bluegrass
playing surface even during cold-weather months. Installation is
expected to be complete in eight to 10 weeks.

Fans can already see the dynamic stadium as all of the lower roof
panels are installed making the stadium visible from the air and
highways. Red Bull Arena is now noticeable for fans passing through
Harrison on Interstate 280 and from the New Jersey Turnpike, as well as
from the air.

Also, the first complete roof section at Red Bull Arena was finished on
Aug. 4. The roof panels extend 120 feet from the facade over the

seating bowl with the final 60 feet composed of translucent panels.
These translucent panels will allow natural light to pass through into the
bowl. In total, there will be 94 panels used to complete the Red Bull
Arena roof. When completely installed, the roof will extend over the
entire seating bowl and curve down tfo the concourse.

RED BULLS SIGN GARCIA: Red Bull New York announced on Aug. 17
that it has signed defender Walter Garcia. The 25-year old joins New
York from Quilmes Atlético Club of the Argentinean Second Division.
Garcia began his career with Argentino Juniors in 2001, making 51
appearances over three seasons before moving on to Club Atlético San
Lorenzo de Almagro to make 61 appearances and scoring three goals.
In 2006, he played briefly for FC Rubin Kazan in Russia and later
Calcio Catania in ltaly before returning to Argentina to play for Quilmes
in 2007, appearing in 14 matches and scoring one goal.
